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Abstract. The article examines the economic aspects of accessibility design in the hospitality
industry as a key factor of sustainable development. Accessibility is considered not only as a social
necessity but also as an economically beneficial investment for hotels and restaurants. The study
analyzes international experience, where accessible infrastructure contributes to the growth of tourist
flows, enhances competitiveness of hospitality enterprises, and strengthens the positive image of
destinations. It is emphasized that Ukrainian research mainly focuses on legal and social aspects of
inclusion, while the economic justification of barrier-free design remains insufficiently explored.
Methodological approaches are proposed for assessing investment costs and forecasting benefits
from the implementation of universal design principles in the hospitality sector. An example of
economic justification for a hotel complex with a restaurant demonstrates the rapid payback of
investments (within 2—3 years) and long-term financial and reputational advantages. The findings
confirm that accessibility should be integrated as an element of corporate social responsibility and
an effective tool for inclusive tourism development in Ukraine.
