Annotation. The decorative elements of Boyko wooden architecture reflect a plastic language
of culture, where wood becomes not merely a material, but a carrier of memory, sacred meaning,
and socio-cultural identity. Since ancient times, Boyko craftsmen treated wood as a living material
that breathes and remembers events, natural forces, and human destinies. Each carved motif is a
miniature epic, where form and meaning are inseparably intertwined.

Historically, Boyko carving evolved from flat ornamentation to complex openwork
compositions. It preserves traces of pre-Christian beliefs, Christian symbolism, and local folk
aesthetics. Solar signs, plant ornaments, and geometric figures form a rhythmic language of space,
conveying the cyclical nature of life, human unity with nature, and harmony between spiritual and
material realms.

Modern restoration raises the question of authenticity versus replication: what matters more
— preserving the material or the spirit of the work? Preservation philosophy emphasizes the value
of knowledge and tradition embedded in each decorative element, rather than mere formal
reproduction. Decorative motifs thus become bridges between past and present, between craftsmen
and architectural space, between humanity and cultural memory.

The article proposes a conceptual approach combining historical analysis, typology of
decorative motifs, and philosophical reflection on heritage preservation. Using the example of the
plastic language of Boyko wood, the study demonstrates how architectural decor becomes a living
text, speaking to the contemporary viewer and conveying aesthetic, sacred, and socio-cultural
messages.
