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Abstract. In order to determine the structure of the value orientation of the personality of higher
education students while studying physical education, a study was conducted using the adapted
methodology of M. Rokich. The structure of value orientations of higher education applicants
consisted of terminal values: health (70%), world peace (61.12%), beauty of nature (56.25%) and
instrumental values: honesty (55%,), responsibility (47.5%), cheerfulness (47.5%), and courage
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(42.5%). This structure is a balanced system where moral, ethical, and socially adaptive qualities
are the main means for achieving personal and social security, health, and harmonious relationships.
Optimization of teaching the academic discipline "Physical Education” for higher education students
consists in forming healthy lifestyle skills, teaching methods of controlling aggression, and creating
a team environment.
