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Abstract. The article analyzes the opportunities provided by the use of biographical knowledge

in the lessons of history, Ukrainian studies, and civic education for the development of students' social
competencies. Social skills and attitudes are highlighted within the civic and historical educational
field, the formation of which is facilitated by work with biographical materials and individual stories.
It is noted that this work contributes to the identification of students as members of certain
communities, citizens of Ukraine, helps to understand one's own values,; build your strategies of
behavior in conflicts, in interaction with people with different ideas and values, in situations of choice
and decision-making, when experiencing critical situations; promotes awareness of the value of a
person and his life, respect for experience, life position, way of life, opinions of other people.

Key words: social competence, biographical knowledge, biographical method, historical
educational field.
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Abstract. The article discusses the conceptual foundations of communication culture, defines
the key role of communication in the management system, reveals the essence of the concept of
"communication competence" and its structural components. Based on the analysis of psychological
and pedagogical literature, as well as the Standard of Higher Education of Ukraine for the specialty
073 "Management" (2018) and qualification characteristics, the requirements for professional
communication of managers and innovative competencies in the structure of communication
competence are defined. It is concluded that professional communication is an integral and important
component in the structure of professional activity of a manager of any professional orientation, and
the effectiveness of managerial communication largely depends on a set of individual and personal

qualities.
Key words: communicative culture, communicative competence, managerial communication,

innovative competences.

Introduction.

An important component of the professional and psychological readiness of
economic managers is communication culture, which reveals a set of abilities and
qualities to ensure effective communication in the system of business relations.

The implementation of all types of management activities, from making
management decisions, human resource development, innovative design, creating
partnerships to interpersonal interaction in the team, is impossible without managerial
communication.

Business communication as a type of activity is aimed at the effective
development of the entire organisation, and at the same time is an important factor in
creating a comfortable social and psychological environment, an effective factor in the
professional and career growth of each member of the workforce, and the formation of
managerial leadership qualities through a system of relationships.

The study used theoretical analysis, systematisation and generalisation of
scientific psychological literature on the issue.

Main text.

Increasing labour productivity and efficient performance of professional tasks
require a high level of communication culture of management personnel, development
of their innovative competences, and expansion of the variety of communication
methods in the field of business relations.
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The socio-economic challenges of the communicative nature of organisational
management determine the current directions of socio-psychological research of
competence in the field of business communication (V. Zakharova, 1. Petrovska, S.
Petrushyna, E. Rudensky, N. Khryashcheva, V. Cherevko and others). However, the
competence of managerial communication is mostly considered in the context of a
specific professional direction of organisations' activities (O. Garashchuk, I. Gogol, A.
Hrusheva, O. Dmytrenko, L. Karamushka, V. Kutsenko, V. Lugova, O. Lesko, L.
Orban-Lembryk, O. Pilevych, M. Pryshchak, M. Smirnova). For example, I. Gogol
considers the formation of communication competence of marketers; 1. Plotnytska and
M. Rud reveal the peculiarities of the development of communication abilities of civil
servants and local government officials; the key problem of research by B. Kovalev L.,
A. Pavlyk. V., S. Fedina, R. Raupov is the development of business communications
of enterprises.

For our study, the works of foreign scholars on management and communicative
competence are of interest (Ralph H. Kilmann, K. W. Thomas, W. P. Richmond, Henri
Fayol (2017), Frederick Winslow Taylor and others). While Frederick Winslow Taylor
and Henri Fayol consider communication competence in the context of scientific
management, industrial and general management, Ralph H. Kilmann and K. W.
Thomas are already trying to define the strategy and tactics of communication, as well
as to reveal the mechanisms of psychological measurement of conflict resolution
behaviour.

The definition of the concept of "communicative culture" and its structural
components is in the focus of attention of many scholars (O. Korniaka, Y. Malyk, O.
Mudryk, S. Sarnovska, S. Serhiy, M. Rud, E. Rudenskyi and others). Thus, studying
the development of communication skills of civil servants, 1. Plotnytska and M. Rud
present communicative culture as: ... "the ability to coordinate and correlate one's
actions with others, acceptance and receptivity of the other, selection and presentation
of arguments, putting forward alternative explanations, discussing the problem,
understanding and respecting the opinions of others and, on this basis, to regulate
relations to create a community of communicators in achieving a common goal of
activity; the need for the other, for expanding the boundaries of communication,
comparing points of view, the ability to take the position of the counterparty; readiness
for flexible tactful interaction with the other, for reflective activity, for designing
communicative [5, c.12-13].

Despite the various approaches and theoretical discussions, the authors share the
common opinion that communication culture should be considered as an element of
the professional culture of a manager with a focus on the other subject of the
communication process. It is also generally accepted that communication at any level
is a process of information exchange, interaction, and the perceptual level of
communication.

Managing an organisation or establishing external relations requires certain
conditions for communicating with different categories of employees. In this content,
the key thesis may be: "communication through interaction and for interaction", which
contributes to the implementation of a whole range of practical tasks through a dialogue
system of cooperation. In the process of communication, the intellectual and emotional
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potential of all participants in the interaction, both the manager and the employees of
the organisation, is activated, a creative, positive atmosphere of joint work is
established, and the system of relationships is strengthened, based on mutual
understanding and moral and ethical principles of communication and cooperation.

The basic components of business communication are clearly stated in the
Standard of Higher Education of Ukraine for the first bachelor's degree in speciality
073 "Management" (2018), which form the basis of qualification requirements: "the
ability to work in a team and establish interpersonal interaction in solving professional
problems; the ability to create and organise effective communications in the
management process; skills in analysing situations and communicating in various areas
of the organisation's activities." [8]

The analysis of the qualification characteristics of a manager, a future head of
organisations, allows us to identify the following requirements for professional
communication: knowledge of the socio-psychological and moral and ethical
foundations of business communication, key provisions of conflictology, rhetoric, etc.;
a future manager should master the skills of organising and conducting public events,
meetings, receptions, meetings, negotiations (presentations, press conferences, etc.);
knowledge of the relevant styles of literary and business speech; fluency in Ukrainian
and English.

Communicative competence as an integrative formation contains a set of
innovative managerial competences, namely:

e the ability to establish partnerships and ensure constructive -creative

cooperation;

¢ information management skills;

e negotiation skills (this will allow the manager to exchange experience with
partners and competitors, determine the terms of cooperation);

e cngage the best employees in cooperation;

e skills and abilities to communicate with different categories of employees of
the organisation, to be interested in their opinion (at meetings of the labour
collective and at the interpersonal level);

e ability to listen carefully to other employees' points of view and treat them with
respect;

e ability and skills to speak at forums, conferences, meetings

e possession of language culture skills, non-verbal means;

e ability to listen to the interlocutor, which contributes to understanding each
other, conducting a constructive dialogue and is a sign of effective
communication;

e ability to engage in constructive discussions;

e possession of skills in communication techniques;.

e should clearly articulate his/her thoughts, clearly communicate tasks, give
instructions (this contributes to prompt and high-quality performance of tasks;
establishing feedback to clarify operational actions and report on performance).

The effectiveness of managerial communication largely depends on the following
individual and personal qualities of a manager
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e demonstration of high morality in all matters and various situations of business
communication (moral aspects of business relations, as an integral part of management,
determine the ethical basis of relations between the manager and employees of the
organisation, as well as the system of universal and moral values);

e the level of psychological culture of the manager, which involves
understanding the psychology of management in general and the psychological
foundations of business communication, influence on the course of negotiations and
directly on partners, ensuring a positive emotional tone of business contacts,
overcoming communication barriers and avoiding any manifestations of conflict,
determining the strategy and tactics of communication (according to K. Thomas and
R. Kilmann - confrontation or adaptation and compromise, partnership or avoidance,
ignoring as a defence mechanism of the psyche) [11];

e a level of emotional culture that will ensure understanding of the interlocutor
and his/her positive perception, formation of a pleasant impression of oneself in the
process of communication, the ability to manage one's own mood, feelings and
emotional state of the partner and to respond promptly to changes in his/her behaviour;

e initiative, creative thinking and creative approach (creativity, ingenuity, search
for non-standard approaches to solving various production tasks and problem
situations);

o the ability to thoroughly express and defend one's own position and bring it to
the end, while maintaining self-control.

Possession of communication skills not only helps to establish business contacts,
but also influences the development of these psychological properties and qualities of
the leader's personality, thereby ensuring the overcoming of conflict situations in the
organisation, the creation of an atmosphere of trust, goodwill and respect for each
other, collective awareness of the tasks set and responsibility for their implementation.

A manager, being a recognised leader, thanks to his or her professional authority
and universal qualities, has every opportunity to attract the attention of the team, to
interest them with his or her worldview and vision of the organisation's development
prospects, and the ability to motivate, inspire and mobilise people to achieve a high
level of success. An important factor in the development of communication skills is the
manager's awareness of his or her own capabilities and motivation to enrich
communication experience, emotional and intellectual potential.

The analysis of the practical experience of managers of different levels has
identified certain gaps in their psychological readiness, which complicates the
processes of communication in its multidimensional manifestation. Experts confirm
the insufficient level of psychological knowledge, which often manifests itself in the
process of interpersonal business communication. Managers are not always able to
identify and assess an employee's business qualities, professional awareness and
potential. Insufficient knowledge of language culture in general complicates the
process of public speaking.

In practice, we often face the problem of inept business image formation, i.e. the
harmonious combination of the inner world of a person (his or her spirituality,
intellectual content, cultural background) with a visual image (appearance, graceful
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manner of behaviour, friendly look, positive emotional expression, etc.) Today, the
"visual image effect" of a leader is a trend in the management system.

The main problems that many managers face are a relatively low perceptual level
of communication, i.e., the rapid perception of the interlocutor, partner, understanding
and formation of their image with inherent psychological properties, readiness for
constructive dialogue, emotional state, dynamics of the communication process, etc.
Perceptual communication is a special form of dialogue interaction where non-verbal
means are key factors. Of particular importance in the process of communication is eye
contact, which requires concentrated attention and observation, thus ensuring the
perception and understanding of various non-verbal signals given by the interlocutor,
as well as his expressive visual reactions to information and the entire process of
interaction.

Possession of a sufficient level of perceptual perception of the object of
communication, both its holistic image and individual behavioural manifestations,
enables the manager to respond adequately, use effective reflection techniques, and, if
necessary, adjust the course of communication to achieve successful results in solving
production problems, practical tasks, etc. For example, the experience of marketing
communications allows us to conclude that a marketer working with a client needs to
anticipate and plan the negotiation process in advance, respond promptly to the client's
problems and needs, which will ensure a favourable deal for both parties. If both parties
are committed to mutual understanding, making a joint decision based on all the
intricacies of the case, they will achieve the optimal effect in achieving individual and
common goals and intentions.

The perceptual level of communication involves combining the cognitive aspects
of interaction with the emotional component, which will ensure, on the one hand,
awareness of one's own self, one's potential capabilities, as well as existing
communication competencies, on the other hand, understanding other people in certain
situations, 1.e. the ability to "read other people", form a holistic image of the
interlocutor, and, through mental perceptual mechanisms (identification, attraction,
empathy), determine his/her internal mental state, understand his/her intentions and
attitudes. Based on the analysis of the qualification requirements of future managers
and the level of their readiness for managerial communication, the issue of
strengthening psychological training aimed at forming a communication culture,
mastering the arsenal of communication techniques in the context of various
production situations arises. The solution to these problems is possible through the use
of potential opportunities of educational activities of higher education institutions, in
particular, in the study of normative and alternative disciplines.

Thus, it can be concluded that the maximum realisation of the manager's
communication potential depends on his/her communication competence (awareness
of the importance of communication activities, communication knowledge and skills
in management), knowledge of his/her own communication capabilities and
communication characteristics of communication partners, systematic updating of
knowledge on the theory and practice of communication (we are talking about the
communication training of managers, technological and methodological tools of
communication).
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Conclusions.

Based on the analysis of foreign and modern Ukrainian psychological and
pedagogical research and practical experience, the key role of communication in the
management system is determined, which is an important component in the structure
of the professional activity of a manager.

Through a comparative analysis of different approaches to defining the concept
of communication culture, it is proved that there are no fundamental differences
between them, except for the specifics of professional orientation, and the authors share
the common opinion that communication culture should be considered as an element
of the professional culture of a manager with a focus on the subject of the
communication process.

The conceptual foundations of communicative culture, its content and component
structure are considered and substantiated, the basic knowledge necessary for
professional communication (socio-psychological and moral and ethical foundations
of business communication, key provisions of conflictology, rhetoric, etc.)

The complex of innovative managerial competences that form the basis of
communicative competence as an integrative formation is defined and it is proved that
the effectiveness of managerial communication largely depends on a set of individual
and personal qualities.

The practical experience of managers of different levels has allowed us to identify
an insufficient level of psychological competence, in particular the perceptual level of
communication, which complicates communication processes.

We see prospects for further research in the search for and identification of
potential opportunities for psychological training of managerial personnel in the
system of higher education on the basis of updating the content and methods of
teaching aimed at forming a communicative culture, mastering the arsenal of
communication techniques in the context of various production situations.

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Abstract. Nowadays, new computer technologies have a significant impact on education. The
roles of teachers and students are changing, the share of self-learning is increasing, and "lifelong
education” is shifting to "lifelong education". Computer technologies are already being actively
introduced into the educational process, in particular the teaching of foreign languages, in many
educational institutions.

The article presents the main advantages of distance learning, taking into account the
conditions of today. However, despite the indisputable advantages of the latest computer
technologies, distance learning must be based on a developed system of foreign language teaching
methods. A large list of challenges and time-consuming work appears in front of education seekers
and teachers. Mastering the latest technologies and ultimately teaching a foreign language in
conditions of a pandemic and forced isolation is an integral part of modern education. The main
issues of ensuring the possibility of practical language learning using types of synchronous or
asynchronous interaction in the conditions of distance learning were identified and the development
of communicative competences supported by computer technologies was analyzed. A combination of
network hypertext capabilities and a system of learning methods is considered the most useful for
language acquisition.

Abstract. The paper examines the forms of independent work of applicants for higher education
studying the history of Chinese Literature. The global experience of university education
demonstrates the effectiveness of the idea of lifelong learning. Independent work together with the
classroom is one of the forms of the educational process and is an essential part of it. Independent
work stimulates applicants for higher education to work with special literature in the courses studied
in their specialty, develops the skills of independent decision-making. The study proved that for the
cours «History of Chinese Literature» independent work includes extracurricular reading of literary
texts. In the study, the author offer assignments for the interpretation of works of art by Chinese
authors. It has been found that while working independently on texts of Chinese literature, students
have to perform various tasks that will contribute to a deep study of literary disciplines, mastering
the history and culture of China.

Key words: History of Chinese Literature, independent work, extracurricular reading, fiction,
essay, presentation, terminology work, abstract

Introduction.

Researchers define independent work as «planned activities of students that are
carried out according to the task and under the methodological guidance of the teacher,
but without his/her direct participation» [2, p. 12].

The training of a future philologist requires close attention to the quality of the
specialist's education. The realities of modern society indicate that a graduate of a
higher education institution should not only acquire knowledge in the disciplines
provided for in the curriculum, but also be able to acquire new knowledge
independently. This determines the relevance of our study.

The aim of our study is to study the specifics of organising independent work of
philology students studying the course «History of Chinese Literaturey.

Main text.

The global experience of university education demonstrates the effectiveness of
the idea of lifelong learning. This contributes to the continuous improvement of
knowledge, skills and abilities of higher education students. It is obvious that the
modern world and information society require a fundamental change in the
organization of the educational process: reducing the classroom load, replacing the
reproductive perception of lectures with independent work.

Researchers distinguish the following criteria for the types of independent work:
place and time of conducting it, the nature of its management by the teacher, ways of
monitoring the results of independent work. They distinguish the following types of
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independent work: during classroom classes, under the supervision of a teacher
(consultations, tests and exams), and out-of-class independent work (homework of an
educational and creative nature). These types of independent work overlap with each
other.

Independent work, along with classroom work, is one of the forms of the
educational process and is an essential part of it. The effectiveness of classroom work
always depends on students' self-preparation. Its successful implementation requires
planning and control by teachers, as well as planning the amount of independent work
in the curriculum.

University education includes the following types of individual independent
work: preparation for lectures, seminars, laboratory work, tests, exams; completion of
essays, assignments, coursework and projects, and at the final stage - completion of the
final qualification work.

Researchers emphasise that independent work contributes to the deepening and
broadening of knowledge, the formation of interest in cognitive activity, mastering the
techniques of the cognitive process, and the development of cognitive abilities.

Researchers distinguish between three levels of students' independent learning
activities:

«1. Reproductive - independent work that consolidates knowledge, skills and
abilities, the task is performed according to a model (solving exercises, filling in tables,
diagrams, etc.).

2. Reconstructive - drawing up a plan, theses, annotations, abstracts.

3. Creative independent work involves analyzing a problem situation and
obtaining new information» [2, p. 15].

Independent work of students is especially important in the study of specialised
disciplines. This helps to stimulate higher education students to work with specialised
literature on courses studied in their speciality, and develops independent decision-
making skills. Researchers suggest involving students in a collective project and using
business game technologies. This form of activity contributes to the development of
group work skills. This type of independent work requires the teacher to distribute roles
and assess the labour intensity of individual tasks. The real process simulated in the
form of a business game increases students' interest and contributes to the productivity
of the results of activities. Higher education students acquire knowledge more easily
and better understand the processes in which they participate. The effectiveness of such
an organisation of independent work is achieved, among other things, through the use
of information computer technologies that allow simulating models of real processes,
taking into account the probabilistic nature of the surrounding reality. It is important to
note that the use of computer technologies in the educational process requires a teacher
to be highly trained in modern information technology.

One of the important aspects of organising the independent work of higher
education students is control tasks that reveal the level of training of future specialists.
The following conditions should be met when designing an assignment: the scope of
each assignment should correspond to the time it takes to complete it; each assignment
should not only contain questions of a reproductive nature that require a clear and
unambiguous answer, but also include problematic questions; all assignments should
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be of equal complexity. Fulfilling these requirements helps to increase efficiency.

Researchers emphasise the importance of motivating students to work
independently. External motivation of higher education students is determined by the
dependence of learning outcomes and professional career. Intrinsic motivation is
related to students' abilities and interests. Procedural (learning) motivation is
manifested in the awareness of the expediency of the work performed and requires
psychological preparation of the student, his/her orientation to the awareness of the
importance of work for his/her own professional training. It is necessary to focus the
attention of the higher education student on the fact that independent work will help to
master the discipline more deeply.

Thus, the motivation of the educational task, clear and precise formulation of
cognitive tasks, student's mastery of the methods of work performance, the teacher's
determination of reporting forms, the amount of work, the deadlines for its submission,
providing consulting assistance to the student, evaluation criteria, reporting, the use of
various types and forms of control (workshop, control papers, tests, presentation at
seminars, etc.) are the conditions for successful independent work.

In the process of training future philologists, great importance is attached to the
correct organisation of independent work. The student's independent work is carried
out outside of class time according to the assignments and under the supervision of the
teacher. Independent work in literature classes has the following forms: preparation for
an oral presentation, consultation with a teacher on complex issues of the course,
completion of module tests, preparation of abstracts, essays, etc., creation of
presentations, creative tasks, and terminology work. A significant number of special
terms are introduced by the teacher during lectures and practical classes. However, this
does not exclude the student's independent work on mastering the main body of terms.

Independent work with sources (educational, reference, special literature) means
that the teacher recommends the most important materials that will help students to
better master the course and topics in the history of foreign, Japanese, and Chinese
literature that are submitted for independent study.

Let us consider the peculiarities of studying the history of Chinese literature [1].
We start studying the history of Chinese literature with the module Ancient Chinese
Literature - Literature of the Fourteenth Century. Here we analyse the folklore, legends
and myths of ancient China, find out the similarities and differences in Chinese and
ancient mythology. In our opinion, when studying the monuments of ancient Chinese
literature, it is necessary to consider the origins of the religious outlook and early
Confucian literary monuments, to find out the essence of Confucianism and its role in
the modern world. We turn to the «Canon of Changes», Confucius's doctrine of the
Noble Man, and consider the texts «Discourses and Judgments», «The Great
Teachings, and The Book of the Middle». The study of ancient literature also involves
turning to early Taoist literature, in particular the treatises Zhuangzi and Huainanzi.
The next module analyses the early monuments of individual poetry of the third to sixth
centuries. (the first monument of Chinese song poetry, the Shi Jing (The Book of
Songs), Qu Yuan's poem Lisao, Chuang stanzas), traditional Chinese poetry (poems by
Cao Cao, Cao Pi, Cao Zhi, Tao Yuan-Ming, Xie Lin-Yun, Bao Zhao) and literature of
the Liuchao period (works by Sima Qian, Lin-Yun, Gan Bao, Liu Yi-qing). The study
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of the genre and generic features of Tang literature involves the study of the poetry of
Wang Wei, Li Bo, Du Fu and Bo Ju-Yi and the short stories of this period (works by
Yuan Zhen, Chen Hong, Bo Xin-jiang, Li Gong-zo, Shen Ji-ji and Du Guang-ting).
The study of Song literature involves taking into account the peculiarities of the epic
genre biji and the poetic genre qi, as they are peculiar phenomena of the period. The
Song Dynasty gave the world the works of the following artists: Li Yu, Ouyang Xu,
Wang An-shi, Su Shi, Li Qing-zhao, Liu Yu, and Xin Qi-zi.

Of great importance in this module is the study of the first Chinese novels that
influenced the development of this genre (Luo Guangzhong's «The Three Kingdomsy,
Nai An Shi's «River Floodplains», Wu Chen's «Journey to the West», «Lanling
Mockingbird's», «Plum Blossoms in a Golden Vase»). The fifth module ends with the
study of Chinese drama of the 13th-14th centuries (early forms of Chinese theatre,
southern theatre (Nan Xi), Guan Hanging's «The Insult of Dou Ye», Ma Zhi-yuan's
«Autumn in the Khan's Palace», Wang Shi-fu's «The West Wing).

The next module begins with the study of the literary process of the seventeenth
and eighteenth centuries.: poetic works of prominent authors of the time (Yuan Mei,
Zhao Y1, Huang Jing-zhen, Zhang Wen-tao), famous epic works (novels by Pu Sunling,
Cao Xueqin's novels «A Dream in the Red Tower» and Wu Jingzi's «The Unofficial
History of the Confuciansy), the discoveries of the «Chinese Shakespeare» by Tang
Xianzu, and the drama of Jiang Shigian, Yang Chao-guang, and Hong Sheng.

We begin our study of the artistic and stylistic features of nineteenth-century epic,
lyrics, and drama by examining the Tongchang school of imitative poetry, jigjig
dramas, journalism, and literary translation of the period. We focus on the works of Lu
Xin, his psychological works «Notes of a Madmany» and «The True Story of A-Q», and
the translation of «The Testament» by Taras Shevchenko.

The Chinese literature of the early twentieth century is represented by epic works
by Li Baojia, Liu Ye and Zeng Pu, poetry and drama by prominent artists.

We present the literary process of the twenty-first century as a synthesis of
tradition and innovation in the artistic creativity of artists. We study the contemporary
prose of the following authors: Bi Feiyu, Wang Anyi, Wang Meng, Liu Zhenyun, Liu
Qixin, Mo Yan, Su Tong, Te Ning, Cao Wen-Hsuan, Jia Pingwa, Yu Hua.

For the course «History of Chinese Literature» independent work includes reading
literary texts outside of class. The list of works is given to the student at the beginning
of the semester or after completing the previous course. Students' mastery of the
proposed list is monitored by the teacher during practical classes, individual interviews
(it is mandatory for students to keep a reader's diary), and during module tests.

The content of independent work of students studying Chinese literature can be
related to contemporary epic works. We propose to provide a description of the plot,
composition, images, and issues of Mo Yan's «The Country of Wine», «Change», Cao
Wenxuan's «Bronze and Sunflower», «The Great Book of the King: The Little
Shepherd», Liu Qixin's «The Problem of the Three Bodies», «The Dark Forest», Wang
Xufeng's «The Beautiful Southern Tree», «The Steadfast Night Watchmany, and «The
Castle Built of Grass». You can offer higher education students to write essays on the
works, research articles, and make multimedia presentations that reveal the content and
issues of contemporary epics.

Thus, we have considered the independent work of philology students studying
the history of Chinese literature. It has been found that while working independently
on texts of Chinese literature, students have to perform various tasks that will
contribute to a deep study of literary disciplines, mastering the history and culture of
China.

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Abstract. Borrowings from English are an important factor in the development of the French
language. Since the beginning of the 20th century, the use of English words and phrases in French
speech has become increasingly common. This is due to the development of international relations,
commerce, science and technology. Today French is one of the most borrowed languages in the
world.

In this article, the author discusses some of the problems encountered when using anglicisms
in French. These can be problems of a sociocultural, phonetic and grammatical nature.

The article discusses various types of anglicisms, their origin and distribution in French. The
main attention is paid to the problems associated with the use of Anglicisms in French. One of the
main problems is to preserve and maintain the linguistic diversity and uniqueness of the French
language in the context of globalization and the penetration of the English language into various
spheres of life. This raises concerns for the preservation of French culture and linguistic identity.

The degree of research of the problem.

Many French speakers were concerned about the increasing use of anglicisms and
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their impact on the French language and culture. One of the main problems they saw
was that the use of anglicisms could lead to the loss or distortion of traditional French
words and expressions.

Methods of research - lexicographic analysis, sociolinguistic research, statistical
analysis, comparative method, etc.

Vocabulary borrowing - the process of incorporating words or expressions from
one language into another. Borrowing can come from various reasons such as cultural
exchange, technological progress, colonization, or simply the need for new concepts
or terms. Vocabulary borrowing is a normal and natural process of language
development. It allows languages to adapt to new realities and exchange cultural and
intellectual achievements.

The problem of borrowing in linguistics is not new. V.V. Vinogradov wrote:
“Usually, the borrowing of the name caused by the borrowing of the thing itself is
studied. ... The phenomena of borrowings of a different kind, little-researched and
more difficult from a theoretical point of view, are closely related to the general
question of changes in the vocabulary of the language, the replacement of some words
by others, the emergence of synonyms, and the enrichment of the dictionary. The
borrowing of words can also be conditioned by the motives of expressive selection,
aesthetic expressiveness, euphemistic or cacothemic (coarse) motives” [1, page 47].

In all over the world, many languages are now being influenced by English, and
French is no exception. Anglicisms are words or expressions that are borrowed from
English and used in another language. In French, there are many anglicisms that are
now used everywhere in colloquial speech and in writing. So, the French, ironically
about the exorbitant increase in the part of compatriots who are fond of foreign
borrowings, even invented the term - Frenglish [2, page 9].

The first anglicisms appeared in French in the 19th century, when British and
American companies began to actively enter the French market. Over the following
decades, anglicisms have become increasingly common in French, especially in the
areas of business, fashion, music, technology, and sports.

Nowadays in French there are many anglicisms that are used in everyday life.
Some of these words have wider usage than others, and many of them have already
become standard in French.

For instance, the words like "week-end", "shopping", "parking", "baby-foot" and
"leader" are now used along with the corresponding French words in many areas of
public life. Some anglicisms in French have retained their English forms, for example,
"cool", "fun" u "business"[3, page 156].

Initially, the French language was quite pure, but in recent years many anglicisms
have appeared in its vocabulary. English words, phrases and expressions can
sometimes replace more traditional French words, causing controversy among native
speakers and linguists. However, some experts argue that the use of anglicisms in
French is inevitable and reflects the evolution of the language.

In the global language community, English plays a key role. Due to its prevalence
and influence on science, technology and business, the English language is becoming
more popular in other countries and influences various languages, including the French
language. Anglicisms in the French language are the result of this influence, and their

For example, many French words and expressions have their English
counterparts, meanwhile they do not always have the same meaning. This can lead to
misunderstandings and the creation of linguistic barriers in communication.

3. Adoption of anglicisms: At the same time, there are those who treat Anglicisms
in French more positively. They believe that this reflects the development and
intercultural exchange between languages, as well as enriches the French language with
new expressions and ideas.

4. Regulation of the use of anglicisms: In light of the heavy use of anglicisms in
French, some government and language organizations are taking steps to regulate and
control the use of anglicisms. For instance, in some cases they recommend or prescribe
the use of French equivalents for Anglicisms.

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Abstract. The article considers two concepts: the Chinese dream and the American dream,
which determine the internal policy of the two most influential states: the People's Republic of China
and the United States of America.

The historical prerequisites of their formation are analyzed. The most characteristic differences
between the concept of the Chinese and the American dream are determined.

It has been proven that, despite the closeness of interpretation, the concept of the Chinese
dream is significantly different from the American dream in many aspects. Some of the differences in
these concepts are due to historical factors, cultural development and geographical location, as well
as China's focus on its own strength, on the strength of the Chinese nation; the American dream is
realized at the expense of talented migrants, who are given all the opportunities to realize their needs,
including financial ones,; and the Chinese dream rests on the power of the masses, the American
dream on the nomination of an individual.

1t is substantiated that the interpretation of the Chinese dream as a reinterpreted and endowed
with Chinese specificity of the American dream is wrong, since the Chinese dream is positioned as a
separate concept that had its own historical development.

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Abstract. The paper deals with the problem of using such concepts as «superstitiony and «dual
faithy in modern historical research. The author substantiates the thesis that the problem-free use of
these obsolete and semantic vague concepts is counterproductive in the academic sense, mainly due
to their confessional richness and archaism. The application of the studied concepts in modern
historical works is based on a very superficial study of folk religiosity and is associated with its
stereotypical perception as a two-component cultural entity. The origin of the concepts under study
is directly related to the era of the dominance of dogmatic theology over historical religious studies.
They semantically contain the metaphysical and non-scientific division of religious beliefs into «truey
and «false». More productive is a binary model that contrasts everyday religious practices with a
codified official religion. The semantic inventory of modern historiography, which studies the sphere
of religion, faith and church, needs a deep and qualitative rethinking.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the history of the creation of a powerful political union -
the Avar Kaganate - in the Tisza-Danube basin. The military organization of the Avars, the ethnic
composition of the population of the Kaganate, the relations of the Avars with the Slavs are
considered. Archaeological data were also used, testifying to the peculiarities of the material and
spiritual culture of the Avar nomads.
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Annotation. The article reveals the multifaceted heritage of the work of the outstanding Polish
composer Stanistaw Moniuszko, especially his vocal Ilyrics. The main attention is focused on
characterizing the peculiarities of the modern interpretation of the composer's works in original
arrangements for solo vocal and instrumental performance accompanied by a brass band. The
experience of the Polish city of Lobez in implementing concert projects, the main idea of which is not
only to popularize the work of Stanistaw Moniuszko, but also to develop cultural policy in general, is
revealed. The article describes many creative teams from different countries that enriched this
cultural project by rethinking the master's work and reinterpreting his works.

Keywords: music culture, cultural policy, concert project, arrangement, brass band.

Introduction.

In the cultural and educational environment of the XXI century there is an active
search for new ways and meanings of forming the spirituality of the individual,
especially of the younger generation and youth. A great role in the process of creating
the cultural foundations of each society is played by the samples of national culture,
which have received not only European, but also world status in modern art. Such an
example is the work of the famous Polish composer Stanislaw Moniuszko. Being
engaged not only in composing, but also in pedagogical activities, the composer
attached great importance to amateur performance. In Moniuszko's opinion, amateur
music-making lays down performing skills, develops artistic perception and shapes
musical taste, revealing personal uniqueness through musical creativity. These views
were reflected in the composer's vocal music. A brilliant connoisseur of Belarusian,
Lithuanian and Polish folk songs, Moniuszko tried to realize their traditions in the
genre of everyday romance. Many of his songs became true masterpieces of Polish
music and rose to the level of world musical examples.

Using new forms of reading vocal music, contemporary musicians from different
countries presented Moniuszko's songs as part of cultural events dedicated to his 200th
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anniversary, which were held under the slogan Stanislav Moniuszko: "Choose art as
your life's goal and do it so that it can bring joy and support to people."

In the rapid whirlwind of cultural and artistic life, the society of the XX1 st century
is brought up mainly on the samples of pop art and media industry, constantly striving
for a qualitatively new product. This trend is explained by the increase in the amount
of information, the development of communication, computer and humanitarian
technologies, the creation of new types of cultural public spaces, and the emergence of
creative neighborhoods. The external diversity of opportunities of modern culture often
hides the lack of content, aesthetic taste, monotony and easy accessibility. In such
realities, the importance of generating such cultural content, which can act as a serious
creative and educational alternative, increases. An undeniable platform for it can be
formed by artistic samples that carry value not only within the domestic cultural space,
but also beyond it. The creative achievements of Stanistaw Moniuszko, who dedicated
his life and work to the promotion of Polish music, can be attributed to such a category.

Scientists, teachers and musicologists of the 20th and 2Ist centuries
(Grz.Wisniewski, O.Dadiomova, N.Drutskaya, L.Narkovich, V.Rudzinski,
M.Tomaszewski, A.Topolska, T.Cybulska, etc.), who studied the creative heritage of
Stanistaw Moniuszko, in various scientific and publicistic works, note that the range
of the composer's work is quite wide. [17; 1; 8; 13; 14; 15; 16; 6]

Living 52 years, he wrote 12 operas, 5 operettas, 6 masses, more than 260 songs
and a number of instrumental works. The exact number of works written and the years
of composition of some of them are still unknown. Nevertheless, the composer's path
to recognition was a long one. For a long time Moniuszko was treated as an ordinary
organist and music teacher, whose lessons were valued at 1rub. per hour. The
musician's need, and at the same time his modesty and tactfulness, prevented others
from seeing him as an outstanding composer. Over time, Moniuszko's music was
recognized by his contemporaries and became well known in his homeland, but,
unfortunately, little known abroad. For a long time Moniuszko was spoken of
exclusively within the framework of Polish culture. Modern rethinking of the
composer's work has made it possible to rediscover his multifaceted and unique
personality.

This explains the urgency of popularization of Moniuszko's heritage by the world
music community. Over the past decades, musical concerts dedicated to the work of
Stanistaw Moniuszko have been held in various parts of the world (Austria, Hungary,
Germany, England, Czech Republic, Poland, Belarus, France, Ukraine, USA, Sweden,
Romania, Bulgaria, Russia, Lithuania, Latvia, etc.) with the participation of a large
number of soloists, conductors, choral and orchestral ensembles. Many countries
continue to join in honoring the composer with various cultural events and projects.
But the composer's musical heritage is of particular significance for the countries where
most of his life, formation and creative realization took place: Poland, Lithuania and
Belarus.

During 2019, proclaimed by UNESCO and the Polish Sejm as the Year of
Stanislaw Moniuszko, the Polish musical elite used various cultural and artistic
opportunities, trying to make the composer's music recognizable not only in the
national, but also in the European and world music space, on a par with such Polish
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composers as F. Chopin, G. Wieniawski, K. Szymanowski, W. Lutostawski. More than
a hundred cultural events of all kinds took place in all regions of Poland. Moniuszko's
personality was also widely covered in the media. In addition to musical events, there
were competitions, master classes, games from the Moniuszko era and tasting of dishes
inspired by the period of his life. The streets of Warsaw were lined with reenactment
groups dressed in costumes from the era of the creator of the Polish national opera. The
event was timed to coincide with the release of numerous books for professionals,
amateurs and children; sheet music; and a set of didactic games dedicated to the life
and work of the composer. In Vilnius, where the theater premiere of the opera
"Pebbles" took place during the maestro's lifetime, the opening ceremony of the Year
of Moniuszko was held, which was also celebrated in Lithuania. After all, it was in this
city that the composer wrote this opera, many songs and four "Ostrobram Litanies".

Attempts by cultural and artistic figures to offer a new format for introducing
music lovers to the composer's works are particularly attractive. Thus, despite the fact
that the Year of Monyushko has not been officially announced in Belarus, which is the
composer's homeland, the National Library of Belarus has prepared an interesting
virtual project "Stanislav Monyushko. A Musical Romantic from the Minsk Region".
Its platform makes it possible within the framework of one information resource to
familiarize oneself more deeply with Monyushko's personality, his creative heritage,
and to learn more about the staging of his works. [3]

The joint efforts of Polish and Ukrainian artists realized the project "Moniuszko,
"bitch" and kozak" - a musical evening featuring songs, arias and instrumental works
by Stanislaw Moniuszko in unique arrangements, written taking into account the use
of ethnic instruments of Poland and Ukraine. Its highlight was the performance of
Maria Pomianowska, a professor of the Warsaw National University of Music, who
performed the works of the great composer on the violin's almost extinct, but popular
in Poland in the 19th century, relative of the violin - "Suka Biatograjska". [2]

In honor of the 200th anniversary of the composer's birth, the VINNYTSIA
JAZZFEST-2019 featured the presentation of the project "Moniuszko in Jazz",
implemented by the Michal Koboek Quartet and a cappella masters "Voxcellence". [4]
Polish jazz musician Wlodek Pawlik recorded the album "Pawlik/Moniuszko: Polish
Jazz" with Stanislaw Moniuszko's songs collected in the "Home Songbook", where
they were first performed in jazz. [5]

More than one concert project was also realized, where Moniuszko's works were
performed in a symphonic arrangement. All the proposed programs not only
contributed to a greater penetration of Moniuszko's music into modern European
culture, but were also relevant to the development of musical culture in general.

Very interesting and unusual was the cultural experience of the concert venue of
the Polish city of Lobez. The concept of a new reading of the composer's music was
based on the intercultural interaction of musicians. Its main axis was S. Moniuszko's
vocal music, which has recently fallen into oblivion. An idea that gives impetus to
cultural events tends to inspire the best creative transformations. It was such an idea,
in particular, the desire to promote the music of S. Moniuszko, to bring it back in a new
version, inspired the famous Polish cultural historian and ethnomusicologist Prof.
Bogdan Matlawski and Dariusz Legion, a cultural, artistic and educational figure
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known not only in Poland but also abroad. The extraordinary devotion to the cause of
musical enlightenment and the energy of these people, for a long time prompted to
conduct scientific and informational searches of the composer's birthplace in Belarus,
various facts of his life of that period; to visit his only museum in the world (at that
time being in a state of abandonment and destruction), to take part in supporting its
functioning. The experience gained by Dariusz Ledjon and his mentor Prof. Bogdan
Matlawski became a kind of foundation for the realization of a new creative idea - a
concert where the music of Stanislaw Moniuszko would sound again and in a
somewhat new way. With the belief that knowledge in the field of art and cultural
competence broaden the worldview and change the scale of thinking, transforming a
person from within and contributing to bringing his abilities for full self-realization to
a qualitatively new level, supporters of creativity Moniuszko, put a lot of effort into
organizing and holding this artistic event. Preparations for the concert lasted 2 years.
Dariusz Ledjon, taking advantage of wide cultural contacts, gathered musicians from
Belarus, Germany, Israel, Belgium, Russia and Poland; formed the repertoire of the
concert, built the dramaturgy of the concert, solved many technical organizational
1ssues.

The realization of this plan took place on August 16, 2019 in the sports and
entertainment complex of Lobez (Poland) under the auspices of the 200th anniversary
of Stanislaw Moniuszko as an outstanding Polish composer, conductor and teacher,
founder of the Polish national composer school and creator of national classical opera.
The uniqueness of the concert was the performance of the maestro's vocal works
accompanied by a brass band. It became a kind of cultural journey of modern musicians
into the world of new perspectives and interpretations of the composer's works. This
concert platform turned out to be the first modern gathering of musicians where
Moniuszko's legacy in the form of selected vocal works was represented in a new
performing interpretation. Over 110 performers from various European countries
shared their creative views on the works of the outstanding composer from the
perspective of contemporary vocal and wind orchestral music over two days.

This musical performance united four fundamental spheres - culture, art,
education and creativity, the synergy of which formed the quintessence of ideas about
Moniuszko's musical treasury in the context of European and world music culture. The
event facilitated a kind of conversion of the composer's works into modern artistic
meanings, thus bringing the composer's work to new levels. The project appealed to all
music lovers, and its realization involved the cooperation of musicians and orchestral
ensembles (both professional and amateur) from many parts of the world. Along with
enlightenment, it triggered personal transformations of musicians to form new skills in
the sphere of musical thinking and performing culture, which correspond to the
challenges and tasks of contemporary art.

The idea of this event was not only to develop the modern practice of attending
classical music concerts, but also to make the previously unknown music of Polish
romance public domain, to create a worldwide demand for Moniuszko's work as an
alternative artistic product. According to the idea of Dariusz Legion, the initiator and
organizer of the event, one of the most important tasks was to create comfortable
conditions for ordinary listeners to perceive Moniuszko's vocal heritage and to attract
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young people to perform them, who will be the bearers of modern musical culture and
will continue to popularize his music.

According to the composer's own vision, the cycle of vocal works included in
Home Songwriters was intended for household music, which was the most common
way of spending leisure time at the time of his return from Berlin to Vilnius. Very
often, the maestro's students asked him to teach them how to play the song hits of the
time. The teacher repeatedly drew their attention to the low artistic level of these
compositions. Having noticed this uneducated practice of amateur musicianship,
which, unfortunately, did not add to the unprepared public's musical taste, the musician
set himself the goal of refining these forms of vocal music. Moniuszko considered their
accessibility for performance by people with different levels of training to be an
important condition for composing them. His simple, elegant plays quickly gained
popularity. To disseminate his works, Moniuszko used the practice of subscriptions,
which was popular at the time. One could subscribe to various collections to receive
literature on the desired topic. It was this model of distributing periodicals that the
composer used. Moniuszko's attempts to introduce new songs to ordinary music lovers
and to engage them in music were successful. The key to success was also the use of
musical and thematic material related to folk music, which intuitively gave the songs a
sense of closeness and comprehensibility. And the release of the collections in Polish,
which was banned at the time, made them as popular as possible. Within a year, the
composer's songs were being performed everywhere. Moniuszko's talent,
perseverance, and ingenuity later helped raise home music to a new level.

Anton Wojkowski, editor of the Poznan-based publication Literary Week, noted:
"Until now, we have not had songs of this class. All our songs are either imitations of
[talian music or minor mazurkas. A few songs by Kurpinsky, Lypynsky, Chopin and
some by Novakovsky are our singing literature. We should be glad that Mr. Moniuszko,
as it turned out, 1s exceptionally devoted to this kind of composition. I am sure that
Robert Schumann would approve of them" [10, p. 35].

The samples of vocal music presented in the collections of "Spiewnik domowu"
are a wonderful combination of intellectual music and high poetry. A similar concept
can be seen in the following words of the composer: "The best artists discovered this
inexhaustible source of harmony and began to develop it; poets, studying the original
poetry of the people, using its themes, began to compose songs of a national character"
[9]. The composer's extraordinary vision and mastery of the contemporary musical
language of the time allowed him to lay the foundations of Polish national vocal music.
The first published work of this genre was "Three Songs" to the words of Adam
Mickiewicz in 1838. Since 1842, the composer wrote songs that were published in
collections. There is some disagreement among researchers about their number - it is
believed that there are more than 400 of them, 267 of which were published in 12
notebooks under the title "Spiewnik domowy" ("Home Songbook™). In 1844-1859, the
first six collections were published. After Moniuszko's death, collections 7-12 were
published by the Belarusian folklorist, musicologist, and philologist Jan Kartowicz, the
father of the famous composer Mieczystaw Kartowicz. Songs published in other
collections and almanacs have been preserved outside of these collections.
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The genre palette of the songs is very diverse: romances, ballads, love lyrics,
idyllic, dramatic, and heroic songs. A large number of songs are based on texts by
Polish, Belarusian and Russian poets. The sixth Songbook is entirely devoted to the
works of Mickiewicz. Other poets include Wolski, Prusynowska, Kokhanovski,
Kraszewski, Chodzko, and others. Many of the texts are based on poems by Belarusian
and Russian poets.

Describing the aesthetic purpose of these vocal works in one of his editions
(published in 1841), the composer noted not only the improvement of Polish household
music, but also the artistic embodiment of the national character of the Polish people
in romantic music. It is commonly believed that music has no language or nationality.
In the context of the peculiarities of other sign systems, the idea that music is a
universal language is correct. At the same time, it should be borne in mind that the
phenomenon of some composers' music emerges in specific historical and ethnic
circumstances. This also applies to Moniuszko's work, where the special unique
features of the composer's style, which were formed on the basis of Polish musical
dialectics, cannot be invisible.

Studying the life and creative activity of S. Moniuszko, musicologists note its
determinism by the life of society (Polish landowner's life in which the composer grew
up. Studying the life and work of S. Moniuszko, musicologists note its determinism by
the life of society (Polish landowner's life in which the composer grew up; his early
acquaintance with songs, legends, ballads and history of his country; direct connection
with the everyday life of the Polish people; intellectual and revolutionary movements
in Poland and national self-affirmation that accompanied different periods of the
composer's life). This explains the abundant and original manifestation of national
stylistics in the composer's works: in melody, harmony, texture, harmonic color,
themes, and the ways of its presentation and development. The maestro himself wrote
about this: "I do not create anything new. Traveling through the Polish lands, I am
filled with the spirit of folk songs. From them, beyond my will, inspiration pours into
all my works." [14, p.247] First of all, in Moniuszko's musical writing, the peculiarities
of the Polish poetic language and folk music, their figurative sphere, were clearly
reflected. For example, many songs are written in the genre of mazurka, krakowiak,
polonaise, etc.

During the years of his musical professionalism, the composer actually cultivated
Polish culture in the territory of the then Russian Empire. Oleksandr Walicki,
Moniuszko's first biographer, wrote: "For those who do not remember this time, it will
be difficult to imagine what happened when Moniuszko's first songs appeared. Before
that time, we had some vocal pieces. There were very few people in Lithuania who
sang by notes. And those who studied singing usually sang Italian or French arias from
operas, because the Polish vocal repertoire did not exist at all..." [10, c.36]

The composer's creative growth took place in an environment where various
examples of folk songwriting, including not only Polish, but also Belarusian,
Lithuanian, and Ukrainian songs, sounded and intertwined organically. The education
of the composer's ear on such a variety of songs later influenced the formation of the
genre platform of the composer's work, where vocal and operatic works prevail.
Therefore, it is fair to say that Moniuszko popularized several cultures in these lands.
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In addition, the lands where the composer was born, lived, and worked at that time
were part of the Russian Empire. Unfortunately, for a long time not all of the above
cultures appreciated Moniuszko's works. Such an interpretation of the composer's vocal
work was determined by the appeal to certain musical material within the framework
of the planned concert project. It featured popular and recently rediscovered songs in
vocal and instrumental performances.

The numerous performing delegation was represented by musicians from Belarus,
Germany, Belgium, Israel, Russia, Poland, as well as distinguished guests: Prof.
Bohdan Mattawski, Prof. Bohdan Bohuszewski (Poland), Franz Alstetter, Michael
Schell (Germany), the Mayor and Starosta of Lobez, and others. Musical reflection on
Moniuszko's works continued within the framework of the 15th International Music
Festival "Sacrum Non Profanum", at the invitation of Prof. Bohdan Boguszewski at a
concert held on August 17, 2019 on the waterfront near the ruins of the Church of St.
Nicholas in Trzgsacz.

Under the baton of conductors Armen Aslanian, Yuri Zdrohov, Petro Kazimir,
Yuri Merkulov, Oleksandr Nychyporovych, Josef Ratajczak, Dariusz Lejeune, and
Patrick Schill, an international brass band created during the project (including young
artists from the 11th Music District of Swabia under the baton of Franz Altstetter and
Patrick Schill (Germany); the Honored Amateur Band "Vitiny Brass Band" conducted
by Alexander Nichiporovich (Belarus); Youth Wind Orchestra of the Lobezki House
of Culture (Poland)) performed original works for voice with orchestral
accompaniment in arrangements by Franz Watz, Mykhailo Bersan, Grzegorz
Duchnovski, Piotr Kazimir, Oleksandr Korotieiev, Janis Purinsh, Denys Tulinov, and
invited soloists. The audience and guests of the concert, together with Stanislav
Moniuszko, made a fascinating cultural leap in time - from the 19th century, in which
the composer lived, to the musical reality of the 21st century. The experience was
unique and vivid.

The concert was opened by the Festivo trumpet ensemble of the Belarusian Union
of Musicians, which performed "Heavenly Father, Lord God" arranged by Professor
Alexander Korotieiev. The piece is one of the musical numbers of the opera "Pebbles",
written in 1846/47 and originally published in a piano arrangement. Subsequently, this
prayer became part of the repertoire of church music in Poland and is still performed
in churches today. The performance of the instrumental arrangement of this work
became a kind of musical proclamation of the blessing of this project. Next, the honored
amateur group "Vitina Brass Band" conducted by Alexander Nichiporovich (Stolbtsi)
performed a polonaise from the opera "The Countess" arranged by People's Artist of
Belarus Mikhail Bersan. The choice of this work is explained by the role of the
polonaise, which it played not only in Polish but also in European dance practice.
Polonaise was usually used to open balls, emphasizing the sublime nature of the
celebration. The composer associated the rhythms and melody of this polonaise with
the positive characters of the opera, so the musicians filled its sound with inner dignity
and tact. This number became a wonderful instrumental introduction to the concert.

Svitlana Bulavko, a soloist of the Slutsk Children's Music School Folk Instrument
Orchestra, accompanied by the piano (accompanist Valentyna Lyakhovska), presented
the song "Golden Fish" to the audience. The piece was performed in the original
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version, in order to show how samples of vocal works of that time, written by
Moniuszko, looked like. This work was composed in the Warsaw period in the late
1860s and published only after the composer's death. The song is based on a simple but
very tender and beautiful melody. The small range (one and a half octaves) and simple
accompaniment confirm the composer's orientation towards amateur musicians. The
example of this romance makes the composer's vocal skills evident. The vocalist tried
to convey the atmosphere of the work, performing it sensitively and softly.

The performance of German amateur conductor Patrick Schiel, who performed a
poppuri "Stanislav Moniuszko - Bouquet" on the themes of the songs "Kozak," "Kum
1 Kuma," and "Khokhlyk" arranged by Franz Watz, was very original. The attempt to
translate vocal works for instrumental performance was a kind of compensation for
instrumental genres that did not have such a place in the composer's work as opera and
vocal works.

The Belgian conductor, Professor Josef Ratajczak, performed the songs
"Krakowiak" arranged by Polish composer Grzegorz Duchnowski and "Dumka"
arranged by Professor of the Latvian Music Academy named after J. Jacejuk. J. Vitola
- Janis PurinS. The song "Krakowiacek" was performed by amateur vocalist Leszek
Adamkowicz. This is one of the most famous songs by Moniuszko. It was written in
late 1850 to the lyrics by E. Wasilewski, published in 1951 in the 3rd notebook of
"Home Songbooks" and later included in the comic opera "Yavnuta". The song is
composed in a rhythm typical of Krakowiak, with a melody that conveys the character's
boastful nature. In the performance of L. Adamkovich, the song sounded vigorous and
brave. "Dumka" was performed by the creative tandem of Svitlana Bulavko (vocals)
and Serhiy Lyubchonko (solo on the pipe). The work was written in 1854 and included
in the 5th notebook of the "Home Songbook". The author of the text is J. Chechot,
whose sources for most of the verses are folk songs. The smooth singing melody
emphasizes the girl's feelings and experiences of unhappy love. The vocalist embodied
the sadness of unrequited feelings in her performance, and the sound of the pipe
enhanced the lyrical character of the song.

Dariusz Lejeune performed in a creative alliance with the same vocalists,
appearing before the audience as a conductor. He conducted the songs "Formidable
Girl" and "Kum 1 Kuma" arranged by Grzegorz Duchnowski. "The Formidable Girl"
was written in the middle of 1852 and published in the 4th notebook of the "Home
Songbook". The author of the text is unknown. The vocal part, which moves in a sharp,
syncopated rhythm, perfectly characterizes the image of a lively and determined girl
who warns a frivolous boy about the possible consequences of his infidelity. S.
Bulavko, creating the opposite image to the previous song, filled it with not only
belligerent but also humorous notes. The song "Kum i1 Kuma" with lyrics by Y.
Chechot was written in the spirit of folk humor. The humorous song found a beautiful
and simple vocal frame in the performance of L. Adamkovych.

Another composition was arranged by Grzegorz Dukhnovsky - the song "Dream"
based on the lyrics by A. Mickiewicz. The romantic concept of love, revealed in the
poetry of the great Polish poet, was beautifully presented by the saxophone part, which
replaced the vocal one. It was performed by Grigory Khoronek, accompanied by the
orchestra under the baton of Yuri Merkulov, the chief conductor of the Concert
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Orchestra of Wind Instruments of the Belgorod State Philharmonic. The musicians'
performance reflected the beauty and depth of the feeling of love that takes a person
away from reality. Such an interpretation was in tune with the romantic style of the era,
Mickiewicz's poetry, and Moniuszko himself. The songs "Khokhlyk" on the words of
O. Odinets and "Invitation to a mazurka" on the words of an unknown author were
arranged by Denys Tulinov by the artistic director of the Istra Brass Band Yuri Zdrohov
and soloists S. Bulavko and L. Adamkovych. The musicians skillfully used dynamic
and tempo nuances to create the image of the mystical creature "Khokhlyk", known
from Polish and Lithuanian folk tales as a treacherous and mischievous spirit. The duet
of vocalists performed the song "Invitation to the mazurka" gracefully, deliberately, in
the spirit inherent in the mazurka. Adhering to the style and rhythmic figure
characteristic of the mazurka (two & and two in % time), the musicians were able to
convey the sincerity and assertiveness of the Polish character.

The highlight of this musical event was the performance of Israeli musicians - the
conductor of the youth jazz orchestra "Beat Band Haifa" Armen Aslanian, who
performed the Waltz of Moniuszko e-mol arranged by contemporary composer Nubar
Aslanian and a saxophone solo by Arik Zingerman. Amazing orchestral colors swept
before the audience. The instrumental work written by Moniuszko for piano, in the
interpretation of the artists, created the impression of "music that sings and speaks".

Musically impeccable examples of arrangements and conducting of Moniushko's
works were created by a wonderful musician, Honored Artist of the Republic of Tyva,
professor of the Siberian State Institute of Arts named after Dm. Khvorostovsky, Peter
Kazimir. The basis for the musician's creative rethinking were the songs "Kozak" and
"Pryakha" based on lyrics by J. Chechot. The vocal parts were performed by L.
Adamkovych in the song "Kozak" and S. Bulavko in the song "Pryakha". Without
detracting from the creative achievements of the singers, the advantages of which were
mentioned earlier, I would like to note the high professionalism of this artist, who
represented the triad of performing peaks: the art of interpretation, technical skill and
unsurpassed artistry. The maestro, in accordance with the task assigned to him, did not
limit himself to simply arranging the piano part for wind orchestra. Using the
knowledge and skills of the composer, as well as the impeccable taste of the arranger,
the experienced and talented musician subtly felt the priorities and desires of the author,
tried to create a different atmosphere in each piece, to convey the colorfulness of his
music. In all the arrangements, the "picturesque" side of the accompaniment was
preserved, which, according to the composer's plan, was to enrich the simplicity of the
vocal part with its subtle, skillful, original harmonic style and texture. The musical
language of Petro Kazymyr's arrangements dressed Moniuszko's works in a "hit"
sound. And the performances themselves turned into a real show, where the maestro
vividly and imaginatively led not only the orchestra but also the audience. It was easy
and interesting to listen to Moniuszko's songs in such an original interpretation and
performance.

At the end of the concert, the "Merry Song" was performed by the Festivo trumpet
ensemble and arranged by Alexander Korotieiev. This musical celebration ended with
Beethoven's "Ode to Joy" performed by the orchestra under the direction of Patrick
Schiel as the anthem of the European Union. This piece symbolized the efforts made
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by the European cultural community to organize and hold the event. The concert was
organized and held as part of the project "Music Beyond Borders - 200th Anniversary
of Stanistaw Moniuszko", funded by the Polish-German Youth Cooperation and the
Bavarian Youth Circle. Project curator - Lobez House of Culture. Project partners -
Swabian Center for Education and Youth Meetings and the State Educational
Institution "Stolbtsovsky Children's School of Arts" (Belarus).

Jan Kleinsky's words, once uttered after the composer's death, perfectly convey
the impression of his experience: "We are convinced that we will not soon receive such
a legacy from other hands... Where can we find this pure simplicity of soul, this naivety
inherent only in people of genius, which is so characteristic of our master's works?
Where can we find an author who, despite studying abroad, would manage to be so
independent and close to us in all his creations?"[18]

In his letters during the period of his life in Vilnius, Moniuszko complained about
the working conditions in which there was no one to play certain parts, some
performers played poorly, and some instruments were completely absent. 12, c. 163]
Perhaps today the composer would be pleased not only with the high level of
performance of his works, but also with the individual creative approach with which
musicians from different parts of the world presented his vocal lyrics on the concert
stage of the city of Lohengrin.

The results of the anniversary concert confirmed the hopes of the organizers and
participants that the musical heritage of Stanislav Moniuszko contributes to the
formation of cultural and spiritual experience at both personal and social levels; to
better understand what is happening today in the musical community, to interact with
each other more and better.

Conclusions.

The analysis of the experience of cultural and creative activity of the city of Loboz
in promoting and popularizing the legacy of the outstanding Polish composer S.
Maniushko within the framework of a cultural project allows us to assert its uniqueness
and originality. The current realities of today dictate the need to develop the latest ideas
of musical adaptation. Thus, the composer's songs should be listened to not only in
their traditional sound, but also experimenting with original arrangements for solo
vocal and instrumental performance accompanied by a brass band. It should be noted
that the stylistically enriched arrangements are successfully implemented in the
practice of musical performance.

It is proved that it is becoming increasingly important to conduct similar cultural
projects involving artists from different countries, which contributes to the creation of
a creative basis for modern cultural policy. The impulse of Moniuszko's music was the
beginning of a cultural initiative of new concerts in different European countries and
has become more systematic. Thanks to this, there is a tendency to accumulate the
latest trends in contemporary music inherent in the world music culture.

This paper does not exhaust the multidimensional nature of the study of Stanislav
Moniuszko's work and contemporary forms of rethinking his legacy. The chosen issues
should be considered as one of the directions in the search for new interpretations of
the composer's works.

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Annotation. The definitions of the concept of cinema myth and related concepts are given, its
classifications are made according to different groups (subjects, genre, ideological and national
affiliation, plot, structure, etc.). The main movie myths of the 20th and 21st centuries are presented
and analyzed. General trends and ways to create them are established. The mechanism of creation
of cinema myths in different ideological systems (market and authoritarian), as well as the role of
mass media in the process of cinema mythologisation, has been studied.

The introduction briefly defines what justifies the phenomenon of the high mythogenicity of
cinema: 1) the presentation of heroes as demiurges of some conditional world; 2) cyclization of films
with the participation of the same actor; 3) legends fanned around media films.

The review of sources (Section I of the main text) lists researchers who dealt with the problem
of creation and the conditions for the existence of the cinema myth, and briefly characterizes their
work on the mythologization of cinema.

Section 2 of the main text gives key concepts on the topic, defines the kinomyth and related
concepts (author's) and provides the author's classification of kinomyths into different groups (theme,
genre, ideological and national affiliation, plot, structure, etc.).

Section 3 of the main text provides a history of the creation of cinema myths in the capitalist
and Soviet systems, starting from the 1920s, and also gives a brief description of the main European
and Soviet cinema myths. The main differences in the mechanism of creating a cinema myth in the
two systems are analyzed.

Section 4 (“mechanism of cinema mythologization”) is devoted to the study of tools and
methods for turning a film into a cinema myth with specific examples.

The conclusions sublimate the provisions that the authors came to as a result of the study.
Namely, that in an authoritarian society, the mechanism for creating a movie myth always
corresponds to the ideological guidelines of the regime. And in a market society it consists of three
components: 1) the success and box office of the film, 2) the creation of legends around him with the
help of the media (the mythologization of the film),; 3) the charisma of the actors played in the film.
