The possibility of additional stresses
in structures during an earthquake, which can lead to the destruction or deformation of buildings, is
highlighted. Uses the scientific research and observations of Charles Richter to analyze seismicity
and uses a scale to measure the intensity of earthquakes. Examples of unsuccessful projects and their
impact on the stability of building structures during seismic loads are considered.

Special attention is paid to the need to take into account the seismic load during the design of
buildings, as well as to study the impact of earthquakes on buildings with different configurations
and sizes. The need for a systematic study and assessment of the seismic resistance of buildings,
especially in areas of increased seismic activity, is indicated.

The authors also draw attention to problems related to the human factor and possible flaws in
the design, which can lead to unforeseen consequences. In the context of the Ukrainian seismic risk,
the article emphasizes the need to solve issues related to ensuring the stability of buildings and public
facilities to seismic influences and considers the prospects of optimal methods of seismic protection..

Introduction.

Today's globalized world places new demands on the quality of education. The
teaching profession is one of the most respected and responsible in the world. It is the
teacher's activity that is associated with scientific and technological progress and the
development of society, the outcome of which largely depends on the potential of the
teacher's skills, efforts, abilities and professionalism. Therefore, each country is
interested in training a cohort of teachers who would focus on the formation of a highly
educated, responsible, creative and imaginative student [2].

Our country cannot stay away from global trends in the educational space.
Pursuant to the Law of Ukraine "On Education", in 2018, the Concept of Teacher
Education Development was approved, which aims to advance the modernization of
teacher education to create a basis for training a new generation of teachers and provide
conditions for the formation and development of modern alternative models of
professional and personal development of teachers [6].

According to the Concept, the problem that needs to be addressed immediately is
"the imbalance between the public demand for highly qualified teachers, the prospects
for the development of society, global technological changes and the existing system
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of teacher education, as well as the level of readiness/ability of modern teachers to
perceive and implement educational reforms in Ukraine. The manifestations of this
problem are: deterioration of the quality of education caused by the inability of a certain
part of pedagogical workers and applicants for pedagogical education to master and
practically use the latest methods (technologies) of teaching, upbringing and
development; erosion of public trust in the professional community of pedagogical
workers as carriers of knowledge, culture and social values; internal (to other types of
professional activity) and external (to other countries) migration of a significant
number of promising pedagogical workers; a decrease in the social prestige of
pedagogical work and a tendency to position its secondary importance in comparison
with other types of mental labor" [6].

The solution to the problem is seen in a comprehensive reform of the system of
teacher education, continuous professional and personal development of teachers,
including the structure, content, organization and methods (technologies) of teaching,
and an increase in the proportion of practical training in educational programs [6].

Main text.

Preschool education is the first step to obtaining quality knowledge, the
foundation on which the entire education system is built. It is in preschool age that the
psychological mechanisms of personality and the foundations of moral development
are laid. During preschool years, there is an intensive process of formation of a child's
self-awareness, an important component of which is the awareness of oneself as a
representative of a certain gender. The problem of gender socialization is one of the
most important and urgent problems of psychological and pedagogical science.
Without solving it, it is impossible to develop methods of a differentiated approach to
educating children to respect the other sex, sensitivity and tolerance in inter-sex
interaction, etc.

The main state documents regulating preschool education are the Law of Ukraine
"On Education", the Law of Ukraine "On Preschool Education", the Law of Ukraine
"On Childhood Protection", the Convention on the Rights of the Child, the Basic
Component of Preschool Education in Ukraine (State Standard of Preschool Education
in Ukraine), the Concept of the New Ukrainian School, etc. These documents are based
on the ideas of humanistic pedagogy, civic and patriotic education; joint responsibility
of the state, the public, families, teachers and other professionals involved in the
upbringing and development of preschool children; and a gender approach that
provides for the creation of conditions for the formation of an egalitarian consciousness
free from gender stereotypes and responsible for their interpersonal relationships in
society [8].

It is worth noting that gender issues have long remained outside the scope of
research of domestic educators and psychologists for a number of objective and
subjective reasons, while in foreign science (M. Barrett, A. Waterman, B. Herald,
V. Doise, E. Durkheim, E. Erikson, J. Coleman, J. Marcia, D. Matteson, A. Smith,
S. Stryker, G. Tejfel, J. Turner, S.Freud, C.Jung, etc. Although the concept of
"gender" was introduced into scientific circulation by R. Stoller back in 1968 to denote
social sex as opposed to biological sex, interest in this topic in Ukrainian society has
increased only in the last two decades [2].
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Having taken a strategic course towards European integration, Ukraine has signed
and ratified a number of international documents in the field of gender equality and
prevention of violence against women: The UN Charter (1945); the International Labor
Organization Convention on Equal Remuneration for Men and Women Workers for
Work of Equal Value (1951), the Convention on the Political Rights of Women (1952),
the UN Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women
(CEDAW or the Women's Convention) (1979), The Roadmap for Equality between
Men and Women (2006), the Declaration of the Committee of Ministers of the Council
of Europe on the implementation of gender equality in practice (2009), the Council of
Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and
domestic violence (Istanbul Convention) (2011), etc. In January 2019, the Law "On
Preventing and Combating Domestic Violence" came into force in Ukraine [2].

Article 24 of the Constitution of Ukraine and the Law of Ukraine "On Education"
proclaim the idea of respect for human rights and non-discrimination on the basis of
gender in the educational sphere. The Law of Ukraine "On Ensuring Equal Rights and
Opportunities for Women and Men" (2005) emphasizes the introduction of a gender
component in the national system of training specialists, stating that educational
programs for higher education should include electives and disciplines that study the
problems of ensuring equal rights and opportunities for women and men, the legal
framework for gender equality based on the harmonization of national and international
legislation, etc [4].

Scientists consider gender education as a type of social education in the unity and
integration of the functions of legal, moral and sexual education, which require special
organization and appropriate pedagogical guidance, regardless of the age category of
students [7].

Gender education is a modern area of teacher's educational activity, which,
through favorable socialization, allows a child to form a stable concept of his or her
own gender. The introduction of a gender approach in pedagogy will expand the life
space for the development of individual abilities and potential of each child, freeing
the thinking of teachers from gender role stereotypes. True equality does not imply the
leveling of gender, but takes into account the specifics of life interests and
psychological differences between girls and boys in the educational process [5].

Conclusions. Thus, given that preschool age lays the foundation for personal
culture and the formation of moral mechanisms, it seems justified to consider this age
as a sensitive period for the education of gender tolerance [1].

The paper concludes by presenting key evidence supporting the
effectiveness of group discussions in language acquisition, such as increased speaking practice,
enhanced listening skills, contextual learning, immediate feedback, cultural awareness, confidence
building, motivation, and engagement. The communicative language teaching (CLT) methodology,
backed by research, underscores the importance of group discussions in language learning, offering
a well-rounded approach to language acquisition.

Introduction. Learning a foreign language is of paramount importance in our
increasingly interconnected and globalized world.

Presentation on the main material. The communicative approach is usually
used in the process of mastering a language, especially a foreign one, through
communication (V. Vdovin [1], M. Kukhta [7], O. Mykoliuk [8], S. Stoiko [11], etc.).

This active engagement
stimulates the brain and promotes better retention of language skills.

S. Kalaur notes that the communicative approach “presupposes the organization
of the educational process based on active communicative interaction in the “student-
student”, “student-teacher” systems as well as the development of students'
communication skills. Communication at the level of dialogue assumes the presence
of a tolerant space in which the students’ and teachers’ value orientations with regard
to the resolution of conflict situations are agreed upon” [6, p.240].

Language learning becomes more meaningful when learners interact authentically
with others. Communicative activities promote interpersonal communication, allowing
learners to practice listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in context. This
exposure to authentic language use helps learners understand nuances, idiomatic
expressions, and cultural norms associated with the language.

As many communicative activities involve problem-solving tasks or discussions
on various topics, they challenge learners to think critically, express their thoughts
logically, and formulate responses in the target language. It helps them develop both
linguistic and cognitive skills simultaneously.

Furthermore, communicative activities provide opportunities for immediate
feedback. Learners can assess their language performance and receive corrections or
suggestions from their peers or instructors. This feedback loop is invaluable for
improving language proficiency and reducing errors.

Of course, learning a new language can be challenging, but communicative
activities make it more enjoyable and motivating. Learners often find these activities
stimulating and rewarding, as they see the direct application of their language skills in
real contexts. In addition, communicative activities can also integrate cultural aspects,
encouraging learners to not only master the language but also gain insights into the
customs, traditions, and perspectives of the native speakers. This cultural dimension
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enriches the learning experience and promotes intercultural competence.

Hence, communicative activities are essential tools in language learning because
they prioritize practical communication skills, foster active engagement, provide
authentic language exposure, stimulate critical thinking, and create a motivating
learning environment. These activities empower learners to not only speak the
language but also understand and participate in the culture where it is spoken, making
language acquisition a richer and more holistic experience.

Group discussions, being the example of communicative activities, may serve as
a potent and effective tool for fostering language acquisition by promoting active
communication, vocabulary enrichment, cultural immersion, and increased learner
confidence, ultimately enhancing overall language proficiency.

What do we mean under the term “group discussion”? According to the definition
represented in modern psychological and pedagogical dictionary “discussion” (from
the Latin discussio — consideration, study) is a collective argumentation of a
controversial issue or a set of interrelated issues by competent persons with the
intention of reaching a mutual solution, discovering the truth through juxtaposition of
different views, correct problem solving, exchanging of opinions and ideas between
several participants.

Thus, a group discussion is a structured communication activity where a small to
moderately-sized group of individuals come together to exchange ideas, opinions, and
information on a specific topic or issue. Participants engage in a conversation, express
their viewpoints, and listen to others' perspectives within the framework of the
discussion. Group discussions can take various forms, including formal debates,
brainstorming sessions, problem-solving exercises, or casual conversations, and they
are often guided by a facilitator or moderator.

Group discussions in educational environment can serve various purposes. First
of all, they facilitate the generation of a wide range of ideas and solutions to the
problems. Participants can leverage collective thinking and creativity to come up with
innovative solutions or strategies. The second purpose is knowledge sharing. They
provide a platform for individuals to share their expertise, experiences, and insights on
a given topic. This sharing of knowledge helps participants gain a more comprehensive
understanding of the subject matter. Yet another purpose of applying group discussions
during the process of mastering a foreign language is communication skills
development.

Thus, continuous practice in group discussions can lead to increased fluency in
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the target language. The more learners are engaged in conversation, the more naturally
they can express themselves without hesitations.

Group discussions being a valuable component of language learning provide
practical, interactive, and diverse learning experiences that can significantly enhance
language proficiency and cultural awareness. They offer learners the opportunity to
apply their language skills in meaningful ways and build confidence in their ability to
communicate effectively.

The teacher’s task is to choose among a great variety of commonly used group
discussions the one suitable and appropriate for reaching the lesson goals. Role-play
discussions enable the students take on specific roles or characters and be engaged in
conversations based on given scenarios.

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Abstract. Plagiarism becomes more common every year. Availability of information is the basis
for it. Textual plagiarism is full or partial borrowing of text fragments. To detect it there are used
information technologies and specialized software that are constantly being improved. But it is quite
a difficult task because there are different types of plagiarism. The presented work examines the most
popular systems and online resources for checking texts for coincidence, their effectiveness and
shortcomings are analyzed. When choosing programs, it is necessary to take into account the ability
to fully support the Ukrainian and English languages, their convenience and availability. It has been
established that the most acceptable option for personal use is eTXT and similar services, and it is
advisable to use such programs as Unicheck for large volumes of checking.

Effective time
management allows for scheduling individual meetings and communication with students, as well as
dedicating time to self-learning, participation in training, and the development of new teaching
methodologies. Therefore, the ability to manage time efficiently helps medical university educators
to be more productive and successful in all aspects of their professional activities.

Introduction.

Time management is the skill of efficiently managing time for maximum
productivity and achieving set goals. The term "time management" became widely
known and utilized in business and management since the 1960s. One of the first to
introduce this term into practice was French philosopher and manager Alan Lakein. In
his book "How to Get Control of Your Time and Your Life," he first used the term
"time management" and highlighted methods and strategies for effective time
utilization [1, 2].

However, it's worth noting that the concept of time management and the
consideration of this aspect in business and life existed earlier. For instance, in the late
19th century, American industrialist and philosopher Benjamin Franklin expressed
thoughts on the importance of thoughtful time allocation. Since then, the term "time
management" has become widely used in business, education, and personal
development as a key element for success and efficient use of time.

There is an enormous variety of approaches to the issue of time management.
Understanding them is challenging, and even more challenging is determining which
one may be useful for you [3]. As noted by the author of the book "Time Management:
A Practical Guide to Time Management" Sergey Kalinin, experts identify three types
of time management: personal, professional, and social time management.
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Practically all existing time management methods consist of three components:

- Prioritization: To complete tasks, it is necessary to determine how urgent,
complex, and important they are before starting their execution.

- Planning: To complete tasks, one needs to understand when to do them and
how much time it will take.

- Structuring: To complete tasks, one needs to understand how to track their
progress and results.

One of the most important principles of time management is setting clear goals,
defining specific objectives, and prioritizing tasks based on their importance and
deadlines. Set ambitious and motivating goals, but make sure they are achievable. Be
optimistic but consider the surrounding reality. Short-term goals are necessary to know
what needs to be done tomorrow. Long-term goals help make short-term and medium-
term goals continuous. It's crucial not to keep your goals only in your mind; it's best to
write them down in a journal. Focus constantly on your goal, try to achieve at least one
important goal every day, and don't stop working until you reach it.

Planning the work time for a day, week, and month is crucial. The use of modern
technologies and tools, such as planners, task management applications, or electronic
calendars and reminder systems, is highly relevant today. For example, some tools that
can be used include:

- Wunderlist (apps for creating task lists, setting deadlines, and reminders);

Distribute tasks and allocate time for their completion. As practice shows, it is
better to start with the most challenging tasks. There is a moment emphasized by time
management — if you postpone difficult tasks, there is a risk of not completing them at
all. It 1s better to tackle important work in the morning, as it is the most productive time
for challenging tasks. Reserve the evening for less critical tasks.

Concentrate on tasks, avoid distractions like phone calls, visitors, unnecessary
discussions about work, and take breaks only when necessary. Effective time
utilization allows you to fill time gaps and use them for completing small tasks or for
relaxation [4, 5]. Delegating part of your tasks to others, especially if they have the
relevant skills and resources, allows you to focus on more important tasks. To enhance
work productivity, ensure a comfortable and necessary work environment, simplify it
by removing unnecessary items to reduce distractions and facilitate concentration on
work. Establish an effective communication system for interacting with colleagues,
using electronic means for quick information exchange.

For more effective work, it 1s also essential to consider fundamental time
management laws, such as:

- The Laborite Law: Everyone has a tendency, talent, and desire to do what
brings them satisfaction;
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- Taylor's Law: The order of actions influences effectiveness;

-  Murphy's Law: Every task takes more time than anticipated before starting
it;

- Parkinson's Law: The more time we have for a task, the more time we'll
spend on it. Therefore, set deadlines;

- Illich's Law: People must be given time to rest and regain strength for work;

- Pareto's Law: When completing tasks, 20% of efforts yield 80% of results,
while the remaining 80% of efforts yield only 20% of results. Therefore,
allocate the most effective time to the most important and challenging tasks.

Medical university educators usually face numerous tasks, requirements for
lesson preparation and delivery, research activities, and other responsibilities [6]. To
effectively manage time and maintain a high level of productivity, they can employ the
following time management methodologies:

- The Pomodoro Technique: Work is divided into intervals, usually 25
minutes, separated by short breaks;

- The Eisenhower Box: Tasks are classified based on importance and
deadline. Tasks are divided into four categories: important and urgent,
important but not urgent, urgent but not important, and neither urgent nor
important;

- "Eat That Frog!" Method: Tackle the most challenging or unpleasant task
first. Start the day by completing the most important task;

- ABC Analysis: Tasks are classified by priority using letters A, B, and C.
Tasks of class A are the most important and time-consuming, B are less
important but still crucial, and C are less important and can be postponed,;

- Getting Things Done (GTD) Method: Create a system for storing,
organizing, and completing tasks. All tasks are recorded, categorized by
projects and contexts;

- Time Blocking Method: Divide your workday into time blocks and allocate
each block to a specific type of task or project. It helps focus attention and
enhances productivity .

These methodologies can be combined or adapted according to individual
preferences and needs. The main idea is to find the approach that suits you best [7, 8].
It is also important to avoid time wasters, such as lack of priorities, trying to do too
much at once, unclear goal setting, lack of a clear picture of tasks and ways to solve
them, personal disorganization, ineffective planning, inability to say "no," searching
for personal notes, information, phones, lack of motivation, insufficient distribution
and cooperation of work, infrequent task delegation, distractions: calls, visitors,
unnecessary discussions about work and others, communication breakdown among
colleagues [9]. The syndrome of "procrastination," the desire to know all the facts,
prolonged waiting (for example, for a scheduled meeting), incomplete, delayed receipt
of information.

Conclusions.

Improving time management helps in personal development and reaching new
heights. Effective time management allows for preserving resources such as energy,
concentration, and physical health. In today's world, where time is a limited and
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valuable resource, time management skills become a key factor for success and
achieving personal and professional goals.

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Abstract. First, the Covid-19 pandemic, and later a full-scale enemy invasion prompted the
introduction of distance education in domestic higher education institutions. Existing information
and communication technologies have provided a powerful educational environment for conducting
lectures, practical and laboratory classes. However, the task of developing a methodology for
conducting all types of educational classes in a distance format has arisen. The author's pre-war
pedagogical experience of conducting physics lectures using Power Point presentations helped in the
transition to an interactive form of conducting lectures and practical classes, because the real screen
on the wall of the classroom was actually replaced by a laptop screen, and the demonstration of slides
and verbal explanation of the material held in Zoom conferences. With the remote form of education,
the need and opportunity for students to keep notes of lectures and notes in practical classes does not
disappear, although new technical techniques appear, with the help of which they have the
opportunity to record what is presented on a virtual screen. Performing laboratory work in a virtual
environment, where students can visualize physical phenomena that are in principle not suitable for
observation, or assemble a setup for conducting a certain experiment from the proposed equipment
themselves, or change the parameters of the experiment and see the results on the screen, develops
abstract thinking and their scientific imagination, the learning process became brighter, more
interesting and exciting, increased motivation and careful attitude to the study of physics,
responsibility for learning results.

The article summarises the scientific and practical knowledge about the problem of
intrapersonal conflicts. It is believed that it is internal problems that cause a number of certain
feelings and a corresponding attitude towards oneself, as well as towards society, which causes
unhealthy interaction, and subsequently leads to deformation of the conditions and opportunities for
the development of the environment, self~-movement and self-development of the individual. The
article examines this phenomenon by analysing various theories and approaches to internal conflicts
as a result of interaction between the individual and the social environment. The indicators of internal
conflicts in the cognitive, emotional, and behavioural spheres are described in detail, which helps
the reader to better understand how they affect human life. With this in mind, identifying the modern
features of intrapersonal conflicts is a kind of key to opening the door to conflict within the individual.
The paper highlights various methods of overcoming internal conflicts, including self-observation,
self-reflection, goal setting and action planning, psychological support and counselling, positive
thinking and rational self-regulation. The main purpose of this article is to identify the factors of
intrapersonal conflict and ways to overcome it. The relevance, novelty, and value of this work are
determined by:

— a modern view of the problem of intrapersonal conflicts;

— reconstruction of the space of diagnostics of intrapersonal conflicts and the stable factors that
form intrapersonal conflict at the youthful stage of personality development established by
the method of factor analysis.

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Abstract. The article deals with the memoirs of the beginning of the twentieth century unknown
in Ukraine and in other post-Soviet countries: “The Autobiography of Viadimir Mouravieff-Apostol-
Korobyine”, supplementing existing ideas not only about the turbulent era of the last century in the
history but also about the development of the autodocumentary prose in the first third of the 20th
century. Ukrainian translation of the English text of memoirs was done and prepared for publication
by A. Kalashnykova involving historical works, archival documents, and private correspondence of
the author of memoirs. The grandson of the memoirist Nicholas Mouravieff-Apostol-Korobyine, a
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descendant of Ukrainian Hetman Danylo Apostol and of the Mouravieff Decembrists is preparing the
publication of the Ukrainian translation of the “Autobiography” text in the United States. The
analysis object in the article is the text of the translation, kindly provided by the translator. The article
deals with the history of writing and publishing of the English version of the memoir text in 2007, the
“Autobiography” artistic structure subordinated the genre canon of memoirs. We outline a range of
characters in this work, which included dozens of the political figures, culture, and art figures of the
end of the 19th -first third of the 20th century. We study the style of this monument of the
autodocumentary literature, which combines a personal tone with the strictly formalized style of the
document when the effect of the immediacy of the events is created by a special design of the memoirs’
text by the fragments-remarks, imitating the style of a diary and giving to the narration a chronicle
character. The inclusion of a love story line into the plot of the “Autobiography”, built on the history
of the relationship of the memoirist with Nadiya Terestchenko, the daughter of Fyodor Artemiyovych
Terestchenko, (a well-known Ukrainian businessman, philanthropist, honorary citizen of Kyiv, the
founder of an art gallery opened in his own house for public visits), brings this work closer to the
fiction, and extends the range of the readers to whom the author’s statement is turned. The publication
of the Ukrainian translation of the book should become an event for our culture as well. The memoirs
themselves will undoubtedly become the object of scientific study by historians, literary critics, and
art critics, who will discover not only unknown facts of cultural development but also the new name
of the memoirist — Volodymyr Volodymyrovych Mouravieff-Apostol-Korobyine.

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Annotation. The emergence and realization of motives for criminal activity largely depend on
whether the crime is committed individually or in a group. This circumstance leaves a significant
imprint on a subject's motivation and the manifestation of social determinants of a crime, assessment
of a conflict situation, determination to commit a crime, a crime itself, and its consequences.

Keywords: group motivation, crime, criminal acts, social and psychological climate, cohesion

Introduction.

Investigating features of motives for group crimes, it can be noted that such
groups are not social associations or collectives but specific small informal groups.

A small group is a relatively small number of individuals with common goals or
objectives. A feature that distinguishes a small group from a complex and more
significant group is relative 'simplicity’ in its structure: in a small group, there is usually
an authoritative leader-instigator (if the group is informal) or an authoritative leader-
planner (if the group is official) who gathers all the group members. At the same time,
group size does not matter and can reach several dozen people. If, on the other hand,
other leaders appear within a small group and some of its members begin to support
them, then such a group often splits into two or more ones. Such groups interact with
each other and can develop independently. Suppose a small group engages in a socially
beneficial and significant joint activity for all its members and mediates interpersonal
relations. In that case, it can represent a group with a high level of development — a
collective.

An informal group is a group that does not have a legally fixed status and is
founded voluntarily based on interests, friendship, sympathies, or pragmatic benefit.
Informal groups can act as isolated communities or be formed within formal groups;
their interests can have professional and non-professional goals. There are also
informal groups founded based on common interests. Formal groups, with all their
characteristics kept, can simultaneously have features of informal groups, which
enriches and makes them more powerful.

Presenting main material. The study of interpersonal relationships within
groups and the peculiarities of their functioning makes it possible to distinguish three
types of relationships depending on cohesion.

The first level of cohesion.

This is a diffuse group or a conglomerate. It is a short-term group with random
membership where relationships are based on sympathy-antipathy. It is more accurate
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to call the purpose of such a group the same one, but not expected as its achievements,
as a rule, do not require close integration and interaction. At the same time, a diffuse
group can sometimes be localized and act actively and cohesively, with an appropriate
distribution of roles. Diffuse group members seldom have any similarity in the deep
motivation of activity.

The second level of cohesion.

It is an association or cooperation. The group is cohesive with permanent core
membership and has existed for a long time. There are both sympathy-antipathy and
business relationships based on their nature. There 1s almost always an interpersonal
role distribution that helps to carry out joint activities more effectively. Interpersonal
relationships in such a group are mediated by personally significant for everyone
content of group activity. The main feature of cooperation is achieving a common goal
for all its members due to close integration and interaction. Motivation from the
primary type of activity of the association (cooperation) members sometimes varies.
Such a group will strive to achieve its goals. However, differences in deep personal
motivation will not allow one to achieve the highest level of group cohesion due to too
many differences in the strength and quality of emotional stimulation in its main
activity.

The third level of cohesion, the highest one.

In such a group, interpersonal relationships are mediated by the personally
significant and socially valuable content of group activities. It has all the same features
as an association. However, the highest level of cohesion is ensured by the dominance
of coincidence in motivation from the primary type of activity for all group members
(the very dominance of the coincidence of motivation is essential here as it is unlikely
that even in the most cohesive groups, all its members without exception, have the
motivation to coincide). There are groups of the third, highest level of cohesion, but
mostly sadly known as their goals and value orientations are antisocial (corporations).
These include mafia associations, sects with an inhumane and anti-human orientation,
etc.

Groups of the third level of cohesion with socially approved value orientations
can solve the most complex social problems most effectively.

Like other small groups, groups of persons who have committed crimes can be
differentiated in a certain way depending on their composition, stability, size, common
purpose, etc. Finally, these groups are characterized by a special kind of group action.
Such groups are founded by the efforts of people with a common goal in a specific
situation, which distributes roles and coordinates joint actions.

Based on this, it is possible to distinguish specific features of a group of persons
who have committed crimes. The main feature of such a group is its members'
conscious or unconscious subordination to a common (in a particular situation)
criminal goal. This goal may be the main one. In this case, it is a group with an
expressed antisocial orientation. Such a goal may be one of many for a group, but only
situational. In such cases, although a group does not have a clearly defined main goal,
its psychological climate calls for the possibility of a criminal goal emergence under
appropriate circumstances.

Such a psychological climate is based on the cynical attitude of group members
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toward social values, disrespect for norms and rules of behavior, or an indifferent
attitude towards them. The social and psychological climate manifests as a qualitative
part of interpersonal relations, which in turn is expressed as a set of psychological
conditions that promote or hinder joint activities and the comprehensive development
of an individual in the group.

The most important features of a beneficial social and psychological climate are
trust and high demands of group members on each other; friendly and business-like
criticism; free expression of one's own opinion during discussion of issues that concern
the whole team; lack of pressure on subordinates from managers and recognition of
their right to make decisions that are significant for a group; sufficient awareness of
team members about its tasks and state of affairs in their implementation; satisfaction
with belonging to a team; high degree of emotional mutual assistance in situations that
cause a state of frustration in any of team members; taking responsibility for the state
of affairs in a group by each of its members, etc. Thus, the nature of the social and
psychological climate as a whole depends on the level of group development. It has
been found that there is a particular connection between the state of the social and
psychological climate of a team and the joint activities of its members. The social and
psychological climate depends on a leadership style.

The direct personal contact of group members, based on a joint criminal goal
(primary or situational) and unity concerning social values and norms, is one of the
main features of a group within which crimes are committed.

An objective indicator of such a group as its essential feature is a specific group
activity: crime commitment. Whatever personal motives guide one or another
participant of a group in a crime committed, no matter what specific individual
experiences are peculiar to him, he contributes to the crime committed in one way or
another. This crime (as a group action) indicates a specific group existence where
participants engaged in a crime commitment are coordinated and subordinated to a
common goal, which, in a certain sense, neutralizes individual experiences and
motives.

Two main types of groups can be distinguished depending on the duration of
interpersonal relationships and the presence of a group leader that allows the group to
function for a long time: permanent and occasional groups. Crimes committed as part
of a permanent group have a large proportion of the total number of crimes.

Suppose we analyze the crimes committed as part of a group concerning other
crimes. In that case, we can conclude that most of all crimes are committed by
permanent groups (except hooliganism in combination with other crimes, grievous
bodily harm, and murder).

The motives for group crimes are significantly different from those for solo
crimes.

A comparison of data on subjectively perceived reasons for committing group and
solo crimes has shown that the causes of group crimes have significant features.

Firstly, the structure of group crime reasons characterized by committing crimes
'under the influence of comrades' increases significantly. In this case, an essential
regulator of a group member's behavior is comrades' opinion, their assessment of a
group member's actions as a group opinion, and group assessment. Thus, in the
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structure of motives for crimes committed as part of a group, a significant place should
be occupied by motives of imitation and prestige.

Secondly, among persons who commit a crime as part of a group, there is another
reason for helplessness in self-control, which less often occurs and is natural because
a permanent group is often well-organized and has control over the group members'
deeds and actions. After all, the distribution of roles in a group and coordination of
group actions are only possible with such a control. The acquisition of group
psychology and group norms creates internal conditions for strengthening self-control.
From all the above mentioned, the structure of motives for group crimes has fewer
unmotivated socially dangerous acts than the structure of solo crimes.

The motives of group crimes committed are characterized by the subjects' deepest
and clearest awareness of them, which significantly reduces the frequency of
prevalence of so-called unmotivated crimes.

Recently, group crimes such as white-collar crimes, crimes against the
government, and organized economic crimes have become widespread.

Even though it is the poor who make up the bulk of offenders, criminal acts are
not exclusively a part of them. Many wealthy and powerful people commit crimes, the
consequences of which can be more significant than minor crimes committed by the
poor.

The concept of 'white-collar crime' was first defined by Edwin Sutherland and
refers to a crime committed by a person of respectability and high social status during
his occupation. Typical white-collar crimes include criminal activities such as tax
evasion, illegal trade agreements, securities and commodities fraud, land property
fraud, embezzlement, environmental pollution, and theft. The number of crimes
committed by white-collar workers is much more challenging to measure than those
committed by other population segments. Most crimes of this kind do not appear in
official statistics at all. It is necessary to distinguish between white-collar crimes and
crimes committed by people with power and influence. White-collar crimes mainly
involve using professional or social positions to carry out illegal activities. In the
crimes committed by people with power and influence, criminals use authority
acquired by their official status for criminal purposes, for example, when an official
takes a bribe to support one's illegal action.

Some types of white-collar crimes affect a much larger number of people than
crimes committed by members of other groups. An embezzler can rob thousands or
millions of people using computer machinations. Spoiled and illegally sold products
and medicines can affect the health of many and even can cause fatal consequences.

The aspects of white-collar crime committed against one's life and health are less
noticeable compared to murder or robbery, but they are just as accurate. Under certain
circumstances, their consequences can be much more severe. For example, violation
of standards in new medicine manufacturing or environmental pollution can cause
injuries or death to many people. The number of deaths caused by workplace
malfunctions far exceeds the number of homicides.

The police and other state institutions that are called upon to fight crime are
sometimes themselves involved in criminal acts. They are not some isolated cases but
a rather substantial number of acts. Such criminal acts include intimidating, beating, or
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killing suspects, taking bribes, creating a criminal network, and concealing or
fabricating evidence.

Organized economic crime is associated with activity similar to businesses but
with illegal content. Organized economic crime is a robust business compared to any
area of economic activity. National and local criminal organizations offer goods and
services of mass consumption prohibited by law; some criminal structures are
transnational. Organized crime includes, but is not limited to, areas of activity such as
gambling, prostitution, significant theft, and racketeering.

A specific feature of group motivation is the most expressed orientation of
subjects to motives associated with prestige (the desire to gain authority from
comrades) and imitation. The most typical crimes include rape, theft, and
embezzlement in combination with other mercenary crimes.

Conclusions.

Thus, in the motives of crimes committed as part of a group, a significant
proportion is occupied by mercenary motives (the desire to accumulate material goods,
greed). These motives are most typical for such types of crimes as theft in combination
with other mercenary crimes, theft and embezzlement, robbery, and assault.

Under the influence of group psychology, the specific weight of purely personal
motives (revenge, anger) is significantly reduced, and the personal acceptance of group
norms and assessments determines the voluntariness of the subject's subordination to
group demands. This is confirmed by a sharp decrease in the number of crimes
committed (for group reasons) under the influence of coercion.

These features are primarily inherent in the motivation of such crimes as murder,
grievous bodily harm, as well as hooliganism in combination with other non-mercenary
crimes committed as part of a group.

Group motivation is characterized by group members' desire for mutual
responsibility (surety) by committing new crimes, thereby creating conditions for
concealing previously committed crimes. The latter refers mainly to motivation for
murder and grievous bodily harm. The desire to conceal a crime by committing a
murder or grievous bodily harm in a permanent group is observed almost five times
more often than solo.
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Abstract. The article outlines the current global approaches to the introduction of electronic
money arising from the objective grounds for the development of the financial system and financial
control and virtual assets; the author describes the CBDC system developed by the Ukrainian
legislator, identifies and formulates the main trends in the context of determining the processes of
protection of the rights of persons involved in such legal relations in Ukraine. The purpose of the
study is to analyse the legal regulation and to try to express a position on the mechanisms for
protecting the rights of individuals when introducing new payment instruments. Ukrainian legislation
regulates the process of introducing electronic money.
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Introduction. The study of foreign and domestic approaches to the legal
regulation of the introduction and use of electronic money in Ukraine, and the
determination of the subject matter of legal relations arising in this regard, is essential
for the development of Ukrainian legislation, which only partially meets current trends,
especially in terms of protection of rights. The concept of a central bank digital
currency has been around for several years. The growing use of digital payments, the
decline in cash transactions, and the emergence of cryptocurrencies such as Bitcoin and
Ethereum, which pose a threat to the stability of the financial system and are outside
the traditional banking system, all served as prerequisites for the creation and
development of the CBDC project. The Covid-19 pandemic has accelerated the
adoption of digital payments and increased demand for digital currency, highlighting
the limitations of physical money. As digital money begins to be used, countries around
the world have high expectations for improving financial inclusion, promoting
economic growth, creating a secure digital payment system, and making financial
transactions transparent.

Digitalisation in the financial sector as a mechanism for the democratisation of
society is a relevant reform step in modern Ukraine. As of October 2022, the e-hryvnia
and e-hryvnia trademarks were registered and are directly owned by the National Bank
of Ukraine. Employees of the Ministry of Digital Information and the developers of the
state app Diia received their salaries in blockchain-based digital currency in 2021. This
was part of an experiment to create a national currency, which the Ministry of Digital
Transformation is conducting in cooperation with the National Bank. Ukraine, as one
of the first countries, is striving to gain momentum in digitalisation by creating a digital
version of its national currency. And with the adoption of the Laws of Ukraine "On
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Payment Services" and "On Virtual Assets", it has begun to legally enshrine it.

Modern legal scholars are actively discussing the e-hryvnia project. Thus, , L.
Veres, O. Kravchenko, K. Petrofanova, V. Riadinska, M. Radchenko, I. Trubin, I.
Ustinova have comprehensively analysed the institution of electronic money and
expressed their essential conclusions regarding the implementation of such a project.
The authors agree with the existing conclusions and have their own views on the
current state of legal regulation of electronic money.

The new digital currency format CBDC (central bank digital currency) will soon
become a new official means of payment protected by the state. The National Bank of
Ukraine has been working on the concept of creating an e-hryvnia since 2016, when a
study was conducted on the possibilities of launching a digital currency, and in 2018,
the NBU launched an expected pilot project to issue e-hryvnia for retail payments on
the blockchain platform [1].

The idea of digital currency is supported by most central banks in the developed
world, and half of them have started practical experiments. The development of
blockchain and Ethereum smart contracts further encourages society to adopt digital
currency as a third form of payment. Yes, CBDCs are not considered cryptocurrencies,
they may or may not use a database such as the blockchain, but this currency is fully
decentralised by the national bank of the country. National banks create and maintain
full control over the production, circulation and distribution of digital fiat currency.
SBDC is based on tokens or accounts and the key principles are privacy, access and
easy distribution.

Ukraine is one of the first countries that aims to introduce digital currency into
national circulation in the near future. Some employees of the Ministry of Information
and the developers of the state app Diia already receive their salaries in e-hryvnia. The
electronic form of Ukraine's currency, issued by the NBU, will become the third form
of money, complementing cash and non-cash currency. Minister of the Ministry of
Digital Transformation Mykhailo Fedorov claims that this innovation will make
Ukraine a leader in virtual projects, cryptocurrencies and smart contracts [2].

The International Monetary Fund notes that the introduction of CBDCs will
improve the operational and economic efficiency of developing countries and can
become a reliable tool for digitalisation and financial inclusion, which involves equal
access and use of all financial services and products. According to ACI WorldWide,
due to the coronavirus pandemic, the volume of non-cash transactions has decreased
by 74% and directly led to the further introduction of digital currency. [3].

Let's define how CBDC differs from conventional fiat currency. First of all, each
banknote, i.e. the hryvnia, has its own unique number, while non-cash money has a
special account in a commercial bank. Digital currency, in turn, is issued in the form
of a unique code and stored on a special electronic wallet. When conducting
transactions, there are no intermediaries, or their involvement 1s minimal, and funds
are transferred from one electronic wallet to another. Such transactions require an
internet connection, but CBDC developers are also working on possible offline
transactions. The e-hryvnia will be used to pay for goods, just like Apple Pay or Google
Pay, but the conduct and procedure of transactions abroad is still in question and
depends on further agreements between the countries.
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Digital currency should not be equated with cryptocurrency, as the state does not
control the issuance, distribution and use of cryptocurrency. The SBDC, in turn, is
backed by the country's real foreign exchange reserves, meaning that the digital
currency is backed by the national currency in a 1:1 ratio, where one digital hryvnia is
equivalent to a fiat currency and is its absolute digital analogue.

The NBU started actively working on the issuance of digital hryvnia in 2016. A
pilot project to issue e-hryvnia for retail payments on the blockchain was conducted in
2018. It resulted in the publication of the e-Hryvnia Position Paper. [3].

Issuing e-hryvnia into circulation in a limited amount (equivalent to UAH 5,443)
and testing digital currency operations and transactions for NBU employees and project
participants. However, the limited list of operations and project participants, as well as
the small number and volume of transactions conducted in the small-scale pilot project,
did not allow for a sufficiently detailed analysis of all the advantages and disadvantages
of the e-hryvnia.

At the legal level, the pilot project resulted in the adoption of the Law of Ukraine
"On Payment Services", which enshrines digital currency as the state form of currency.
The law does not directly establish rules for the electronic hryvnia, but states that
payment systems used in Ukraine must be registered in accordance with the law,
including the Law of Ukraine On Electronic Money. The Law also defines digital
currency as "an electronic form of the currency of Ukraine, the issuer of which is the
National Bank" [4].

The NBU emphasises that it is not a complete replacement for cash and non-cash
payments, but that the e-hryvnia will become an alternative to cash, electronic money,
and payment cards. Thanks to the digital currency, it is possible to reduce the cost of
non-cash transactions by eliminating acquiring fees, i.e. fees for processing payment
transactions made using bank cards or other electronic means of payment. Experts from
the international company PwC ranked the e-hryvnia among the most mature digital
currency projects in the world, placing it in 4th place.

In 2021, the NBU published the results of a survey on the possible introduction
of the NBU's digital currency, CBDC, focusing on three areas of e-hryvnia use. First
and foremost, the e-hryvnia as a retail and non-cash P2P payment and e-commerce
transaction, and also as a tool for cross-border payments, primarily P2P transfers. Also,
the e-hryvnia is not intended to carry out transactions in the field of virtual currencies,
namely exchange, issuance and other transactions related to virtual assets. [5].

Therefore, the National Bank and the Ministry of Digital Information are actively
developing the concept of a digital hryvnia and have signed a contract with the Stellar
Development Foundation to launch the e-hryvnia. According to the terms of the
contract, Stellar will provide technical support and consulting services to create the
infrastructure for the launch of the digital currency. [6].

In February 2022, the Law of Ukraine "On Virtual Assets" was adopted, which
defines virtual assets as an intangible good that is an object of civil rights, has its own
value, and exists only in electronic form. The very definition of "virtual assets" used to
refer exclusively to cryptocurrencies, but now it means assets that are freely traded on
the market, have a digital value, and have their own identification and circulation
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system. Oleksiy Zhmeretskiy, chairman of the Verkhovna Rada's subcommittee on anti-
corruption policy in the field of digital innovation and public data, says that the volume
of transactions with virtual assets in Ukraine is estimated at around $150-200 million
per day. All these transactions remain in the shadows and are not regulated by law. The
Law on Virtual Assets was intended to remedy this situation, but the law has not yet
entered into force. The head of the National Bank also clarified that the main
infrastructure for virtual assets will be the regulation of digital currency.

The NBU has shown considerable interest in using the e-hryvnia as a tool for
virtual asset transactions, and argues that the digital hryvnia should be implemented on
the basis of blockchain technology. He also added that, given the size of the virtual
asset market in Ukraine and technological affinity, the use of e-hryvnia in the
circulation of virtual assets is a promising area that has the potential for further
research. The digital currency allows for fast, secure, and anonymous transactions and
will reduce the cost of transactions. However, before using the e-hryvnia in transactions
with virtual assets, it is necessary to study all the risks and legal restrictions associated
with these transactions.

We will determine the economic and fiscal feasibility of introducing the e-hryvnia
in Ukraine. The introduction of the e-hryvnia project has the potential to provide
significantly new opportunities for the state, business and citizens. From the point of
view of organising and conducting financial control, this project will allow for clearer
tracking of the use of targeted social assistance and other targeted payments and
projects of different budget levels. It could create new parameters of interaction
between them that are fast and highly efficient, reducing delays caused by additional
intermediaries and avoiding additional risks of corruption. The e-hryvnia will
significantly strengthen the country's macroeconomic stability. Thanks to the digital
currency, it will minimise costs for the state and business during transactions. We
believe that the launch of the e-hryvnia will increase competition between banks, which
in turn will also reduce the cost of banking services. The ECB (European Central
Bank), in turn, argues that the main purpose of the euro is to compete with foreign
stablecoins.

The e-hryvnia will be a useful tool in the fight against corruption. All digital
currency transactions will be recorded electronically, which will reduce the risk of loss
or falsification of documentation. Digital currency transactions reduce the number of
intermediaries, which also reduces the risk of corruption. The European Commission
for Democracy (Venice Commission) provided comments and a number of
recommendations on the constitutional crisis and problems with anti-corruption
legislation. In 2021, US Secretary of State Anthony Blinken said that Ukraine was
losing $40 billion a year, which is 1/3 of GDP. He stressed that the most pressing issue
for the Ukrainian people is to build trust in the government by minimising corruption.
As an example of the joint fight against corruption, Blinken noted USAID's
cooperation with the Ukrainian Ministry of Digital Transformation and the
digitalisation of more than 30 public services.

The introduction of a digital currency by the central bank will increase
transparency by strengthening control over tax collection and, accordingly, the
spending of public funds. Financial control measures will be more optimal and
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effective, financial transactions will be monitored, especially those that take place in
the shadows, which will significantly increase confidence in the country's financial
system and reduce crime and fraud. It should be noted that the use of CBDCs will
increase financial inclusion and boost the country's economic development and will be
an effective way to fight corruption.

The digital currency will provide innovations in public administration and create
an opportunity to implement an automatic taxation system. The so-called "transaction
tax" is collected from every sale between a buyer and a seller. Transactional taxation is
an effective means of financing public expenditures and implementing social
programmes, where taxes are paid automatically without the use of any intermediaries.
Automatic fines and penalties may be introduced. In this case, it will be much harder
to find loopholes in tax legislation.

Undoubtedly, the launch of the e-hryvnia will be a significant step for Ukraine in
shaping its image as a modern high-tech country, as it will be one of the first examples
of the introduction of a new instrument for regulating monetary circulation at the state
level. The introduction of the e-hryvnia will also strengthen the integration of the
national digital currency with other government electronic services. For example, the
functionality of the e-hryvnia wallet will be available in the Diia mobile application,
which has already been successfully used to engage a wide range of citizens in the
country's digital transformation process. [7].

Conclusions.

The issue of implementing the CBBC remains controversial, as the digital
currency is a fairly young project. It is expected to provide instant payments, create
transparent financial transactions, ensure financial stability, reduce tariffs, and fight the
shadow economy. But the issue of anonymity and cybersecurity is close at hand. The
National Bank will monitor all digital transactions to ensure complete security, but at
the same time, total digital tracking will be created.

Ukraine, in turn, plans to implement a pilot project in 2023, and the following
year will decide on the full introduction of digital currency into circulation. The
Ministry of Digital Information, TASKOSBANK, Stellar, and Bitt are experimenting
with the e-hryvnia by testing distributed ledger technologies. As part of its research and
monitoring of global trends, Ukraine will cooperate with central banks and other
international financial institutions to ensure the quality of digital currency
implementation.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the consideration of complex problems of the system of
punishments under the criminal law of Ukraine. The problems of defining the meaning of the concept
of "system of penalties", the place of certain types of punishments in the system, and directions for
improving the system of penalties are singled out. The preference of the definitions of the concept of
the system of punishments, which take into account its understanding as a set of interconnected and
interacting elements and as a strict sequence of them, has been revealed. Ways to improve the
placement of fines and arrests in the system of punishments are proposed. The option of reducing the
system of punishments by removing some punishments and relegating them to "other measures of a
criminal law nature” has been revealed.
