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Abstract. The article substantiates the relevance of using foreign literature as an effective
means of enriching the vocabulary of students studying Slovak as a foreign language. Taking into
account the lexical difficulties that students face, the didactic potential of a literary text is analyzed:
its ability to form linguistic intuition, expand vocabulary, promote cultural awareness, and develop
communication skills. The types of literary texts that are most suitable for lexical work, the criteria
for their selection, as well as methodological approaches to the organization of pre- and post-text
tasks are determined. The research issues cover the place of foreign literature in the process of
teaching the Slovak language as a foreign language, the typology of texts that contribute to the
acquisition of vocabulary, and strategies for pedagogical work with them. It is noted that the purpose
of the article is to substantiate the feasibility of using works of foreign literature in the formation of
lexical competence of students and to highlight relevant methodological approaches. As a result of
the study, the authors presented practical methods of working with literary texts that contribute to
the active acquisition of vocabulary. It is emphasized that foreign literature is a powerful didactic
resource in teaching the Slovak language as a foreign language.

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of technology; technical and accompanying documentation; technical advertising,
patents, etc. The translation of such literature causes certain difficulties.

Scientific and technical texts are characterized by a special style that distinguishes
them from other types of texts. This feature creates additional problems.

The language of scientific and technical literature differs from the spoken
language or the language of fiction by certain lexical, grammatical and stylistic
features.

The main challenges of technical translations are consistency, accuracy, and the
right tone. All these elements are essential when looking to respect industry standards
and meet the public’s expectations.

Consistency and Terminology.

Consistency in terminology is crucial in technical texts. Synonyms and idiomatic
expressions, which are acceptable in literary texts, are usually inappropriate in
scientific contexts. For example, a term like “software” should not be inconsistently
translated as “program” or “application” unless the original text supports such
variation. Creating and maintaining a terminology database or glossary is essential for
ensuring uniformity across translations.

Accuracy and Subject Knowledge

Accuracy entails selecting the most appropriate and context-specific equivalents
in the target language. Technical translators must be aware of the nuances of industry-
specific vocabulary. Misinterpretation of a term due to superficial lexical similarity—
often referred to as "false friends"—can significantly distort the meaning of a
document. For example, the English term “fabrication” may be mistakenly translated
as “cdadpukarnis’ (fabrication in the sense of falsification), rather than “Bupo6uuirTBo”
(manufacturing).

Polysemy and Context

One of the challenges in scientific translation is dealing with polysemous terms—
those that have multiple meanings depending on context. For instance, the word “drive”

may refer to a mechanical component, a computer storage device, or a motivational
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factor, depending on the field. The translator must carefully analyze the context to
determine the correct interpretation.

Neologisms and Innovation

With the continuous advancement of science and technology, new terms
frequently emerge. These neologisms often do not appear in standard dictionaries,
posing an additional challenge. Translators must conduct in-depth research to
understand the concept and find an appropriate translation that aligns with existing
terminology in the target language. In some cases, a calque or transliteration may be
the only viable option, followed by a brief explanation in parentheses.

Abbreviations and Acronyms

Technical texts are often saturated with abbreviations and acronyms, some of
which are standardized, while others may be created ad hoc for a specific document.
Understanding the full form and correct meaning is essential for accurate translation.
Moreover, the translator must avoid replacing or modifying official abbreviations
unless an established equivalent exists in the target language.

Phraseology and Stylistic Features

Another distinct feature of technical texts is the use of set expressions and
phraseological units specific to the domain. Some words acquire technical meanings
only in certain contexts, which adds complexity to the translation process. For example,
the word “load” may refer to an electrical charge, a mechanical force, or a data packet
in computing.

Cross-Linguistic and Cultural Issues

Cultural and extralinguistic knowledge also plays a role in localization—the
adaptation of content not only linguistically but also culturally. Measurement units,
standards, and even graphical symbols may need to be adjusted to fit the expectations
of the target audience. Localization ensures the text is both comprehensible and
functional in the context of its intended use.

Conclusion.

Translation and localization of scientific and technical texts require more than

linguistic competence. They demand precision, clarity, and a methodical approach to
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terminology, supported by thorough subject knowledge and research skills. Translators
must be aware of challenges such as polysemy, neologisms, false cognates, and
abbreviation usage, and must adhere strictly to consistency and industry standards.
Enhancing translation quality in this domain is vital for effective global communication

and knowledge dissemination in science and technology.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the theory of national revival of B. Grinchenko as the author's
specification of the nation-wide theory of ethno-cultural rooting, the basic methodological
parameters of the axiological approach to the interpretation of the phenomena of the art by the means
of words have been outlined. It helped to understand the main types of national values in B.
Grinchenko's works for children: national history, national education and upbringing, national
writing, social justice, and religiosity.

Borys Grinchenko understood literature for children as a powerful system that is not only
human creation (formation of an individual personality), but also a national artistic system
(preservation and reproduction of national identity). At the same time, the nature of the works for
children was influenced by B. Grinchenko's national-centric pedagogical concept, which was based
on the ideas of democracy, humanism, nationality and the need for national education.

The system of national values, conditioned by the patriotic outlook of Boris Grinchenko,
acquires a significant understanding of the artistic expression of ethnocultural roots in the writings
of a writer for children. It is an approach to works of art that involves analyzing them in the sense
of identifying and comprehending artistically encoded values (values).

In the national image of the world, society, nature, man emerge through the prism of national
values that have been historically and entrenched in language and culture. It is about forming a
national type, which is determined by linguistic, ideological and cultural identity of the Ukrainian
ethnic group. Borys Grinchenko understood that only by awakening the national self-awareness one
could hope for his national, political and socio-economic self-determination.

Formation of national consciousness has become one of the most important elements of
B.Grinchenko's cultural and political concept in the conditions of catastrophic national and social
oppression of Ukrainian. The core — national - idea of the concept of revival of the native people
naturally became the systematic nucleus of the patriotic worldview of the author and the recipient.
This is especially pronounced in the literary and pedagogical activity of the writer, expressing on a
semantic level the basic national-centric aspect of his theory of ethno-cultural roots. For the
meaningful interpretation of B. Grinchenko's children's works, the concept of patriotism, which is
understood not only as feelings (love), but as a duty, responsibility to the motherland and nation, is
specified.

The research expresses B. Grinchenko's special role in the development of Ukrainian literature
for children, in the creation of the national discursive paradigm, genre-style models and significant
principles of rooting the young reader with the help of literature in the sphere of ethno-cultural
spirituality.

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Abstract. The article examines the history of social movements and public associations for the
rights of people with disabilities in the United States in the 1960s—1980s and their influence on the
formation of rehabilitation policy. The author analyzes the paradigm shift from a medical to a social
and legal model of disability in the context of civic activism, advocacy, and legislative reforms.
Particular attention is paid to the mass protests of 1977 (504 sit-ins), the activities of the American
Coalition of Citizens with Disabilities, and the development of the Independent Living Model. The
article examines key legislative acts that laid the foundations for anti-discrimination policy: the
Rehabilitation Act (1973), its amendments (1978), the Developmental Disabilities Act (1975), and
others. It is emphasized that the struggle for the rights of people with disabilities not only transformed
approaches to rehabilitation but also redefined the very idea of citizenship, laying the foundation for
the adoption of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA, 1990). The movement contributed to the
creation of a new political language, a conceptual basis for inclusive policies, and principles that are
still relevant today in the context of human rights implementation.

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Abstract. The work analyzes a complex of scientific literature on theoretical issues of housing
policy in Ukraine. The goal is to investigate the historiographical discourse on some theoretical
issues of modern housing policy and, in particular, interpretations of the concept of “housing policy”.
1t is found that the definition of this term was carried out by specialists from different scientific fields.
The divergence of interpretations of housing policy is established, according to the emphasis on legal,
regulatory factors, on the subjectivity of political actors, functional or structural components of the
housing system, social goals. Its own interpretation of the concept of housing policy is formulated. It
is established that the peculiarity of the discourse on the terminology of housing policy is that it is
sporadic, has not acquired an interdisciplinary character and a systematic historiographical
understanding.

Abstract. The issue of education as both a formative and ideological institution remains
critically relevant in contemporary society. This article examines the representation of the
educational environment in Polish documentary cinema, focusing on how schools are depicted as
spaces of social conditioning, moral negotiation, and conformity under authoritarian regimes. The
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aim is to explore how cinematic portrayals of education reflect broader mechanisms of political
control and cultural reproduction. The study analyzes documentary and narrative films that reveal
the intersection between pedagogy and power, beginning with Tomasz Zygadto’s « Primary Schooly
(1971), a landmark Polish documentary that exposes the mechanisms of indoctrination in the socialist
educational model. Through this and other examples the article highlights how post-1968 Polish
filmmakers began to critique the moral and civic implications of educational conformity. Using the
example of non-fiction films, as well as some feature films from contemporary Eastern Europe, the
article analyzes the features of showing the education system as a suitable space for the formation of
civic consciousness and moral choice under ideological pressure, and the educational environment
appears as a metaphor for broader socio-political processes. The generalized motifs of this criticism
are briefly traced from the era of socialist regimes (in Polish documentary cinema of the second half
of the 20th century) to the present post-totalitarian time (in feature cinema of Eastern Europe). These
films demonstrate that education remains a politically charged domain, with school often functioning
as a microcosm of state ideology. By examining the evolving cinematic language and ideological
contexts of these films, the article elucidates the persistent tension between education as a tool for
empowerment and as an instrument of control.

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Abstract. The article reflects a culturalogical and art studies of representations of national and
cultural identity in the modern cultural space with an emphasis on the integrative, determining and
identifying role of performing arts, capable of consolidating ethnocultural self-awareness in the
context of geopolitical challenges and cultural mobilization.

The methodological basis of the article is based on a synthesis of cultural and art history
approaches with analytical tools that outline performing arts as both a form of aesthetic expression
and an effective factor of cultural transmission capable of shaping collective identity.

Within the ethno-marking approach, performing arts are considered as a means of symbolic
modeling of national space and as a visual-communicative channel for the transmission of cultural
memory.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in clarifying the ethnocultural status of performing arts
as an important driver of the national idea, which accumulates historical and cultural meanings,
mental archetypes, and spiritual and philosophical foundations of the existence of the Ukrainian
people.

It is outlined that the formation of the Ukrainian national idea is a dynamic process that
develops in parallel with the formation of statehood. Performing arts in its variety of forms acts as
an effective tool for representing national traditions, mentality and worldview, consolidating symbols
of collective memory in consciousness.

The emphasis is on the archetypal depth of performing arts, which elaborates ancient cultural
codes — ritual and calendrical symbolism, primitive syncretic artifacts and folklore structures — as
cultural matrices of identity that serve as markers of the spiritual life of the nation, the embodiment
of the values, philosophy and spirituality of the Ukrainian ethnic group in its artistic self-expression.

Performing arts have been identified in the context of modern civilizational transformations as
an effective tool for representing Ukrainian national and cultural identity and forming a holistic
national narrative rooted in historical and cultural traditions, mental structures, and the symbolic
code of the Ukrainian people.
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The ethno-marking potential of performing arts as a form of spiritual communication and a
carrier of archetypal content is substantiated.
